The Negro and His Schools,

Word comes from South Carolina
that the lower branch of the General
Awsambly has passed the Fortner bill
to prohibit white persons from teach-
ing In negro schools. At first blush
this Information sounds almost incred-
ible in the light of this day and gen-
eration, And it s not too strong to
say that If such barbarous legislation
bhecomeg a law Bouth Carolina will de-
serve the degradation that will inevi-
tably fall upon all of her people, for it
is axifomatic that a blight cannot fall
upon one section of any community,
however large, without a blight falllug
upon the whole. It Is lmpossible to
brutallize an Inferfor without the bru-
tallzation of the superior.

The proposition that white teachers
are prone to lead negro children “to
ampire to soclal equality and comunin-
gling” is not only preposterous but the
exact reverse of the truth. Any one
who has lived in the SBouth kuows full
well that such puerlle arguments are
merely the last resort of an inherent
mental obliquity which comes uncon-
sclonsly Into play the moment the race
question Is broached. The fact is that
if there is any method on earth where-
by negro children may learn the ele-
ments of respect, discrimination and,
above all, a decent regard for law and
order, It Is to be through the medium
of white teachers,

There 18 oné noteworthy gleam of
light, though, in this mediwval legisla-
tion. It is that a newspaper of the
character and standing of the Columbia
State has the sanity, the courage and
the humanity to speak out the truth
on this Fortner blll. After tearing to
shreds the unchristian!ike substance of

NEW YORK STATE TAXATION.

Comment on Recent Critlolsms by the
Commissioner of Corporations.

To Tur Eprror or THE Sun—S8ir; Mr,
Joseph E. Davies, Commiasioner of Core
porations, in a special report, part
which was published In Tus Suw, critl-
clses certaln features of the tax laws of
New York. For example, he undertakes to
prove that the mortgage tax law discriml-
nates lflllll! real estats mo| in
favor of corporation bhonds, whi are
taxed under the secured debt tax law.

The answer to this proposition s plain
and easy. Real estate m are
held almost exclusively within the State
boundaries by savings banks, life insur-
anoe companies, trust estates and pri-
vate owners, the amount held outside the
State being no more than a negligible
fraction of the whole. Hence they en-
counter no other tax wuntll they come
down to the death taxes, and incidentally
to the recently enaoted Federal income
tax law; whereas the bonds of corpora-
