Hut if at first
or at any time subseiti'.'titly you ask
for some specillc Information, such us
price, terms or wha'. not. you Immed-
iately lift yourself nut of the form letter
sqiiin ami become 11 special,

V0I1 have gladdened the life of some
sales director. Ftoin now on you will
receive real, heart to heart letters dic-

tated to a tegu'lar stenographer and
written on a sine enough (typewriter
To lift the pi lisped llllo the special
ilnss Is the ihlef aim of the fin 111 letter.

The first nolo of Inquiry may touch
on a specific point. When this Is the
case Ihe sales director has a tangible
point of vantage anil loiters lly rapidly.
Let a niiiserymau know that your spe-
cialty Is siruwberry cult tire und you'll
get letters on strawberries, let an

specialist know that yon have
InlHnmmntiiry rheumatism and you will
receive letters touching upon hat
grievous malady.

The personal note is assiduously
sought and quick advantage l taken of
II when It Is found. An Important gen-
eral mail orilcr house sunlit s the chi-
rograph.v and orthography of lis Inquir-
ers. If llreckenrldge Huff from Howl-
ing Green writes "I have saw your

c," the reply Is apt o be,

" If the Inquiry Is properly
woi'deil n in correctly spelled, the - line
tone Is nu t In the reply. The sales man-
ager of the company makes it pla.u to
lus lieutenants tints:

Men engaged lu this line of work de-
velop unusual acumen in sizing up hand-
writing, stationery.

The quality of stationery is n
fair guide; the quality of Ink is worth
considering; even the angle at which
Ihe stamp is placed may pi ovule a clue.
