cording lo Thomas V.. V'lnegan, Assistant
t'oiuiiilssloiicr of Education III the Suite.

Fliugan, who run close rntu with
President Flnley of City College tor tho
job of State Cotmulssloner of Kduiatlou,
announced programme of rural school

' I'r. Flliegan s programme Interested the
superintendents because It was taken to
be up outline of the policy the State De-
partment of Uducation will actively
pursue.

tho rural schools of tho State, the Com-
missioner went on. "It Is the intention
of the 1'Muculloii Department us rapidly
as possible to open all of the normal
schools for summer work."
