Their domestic happiness did not last long
und they tlii.illy repurated by mutual
content. Mrs. Usbourne returni-- to Indi-
anapolis with her three small children In
1871 unit soon after she went to Paris to
study painting, In which she hud been In-

terested siiiee girlhood.
She remained In Paris three years,

achieving some repute as un artist. Her
youngest child died and Oboiirne went to
Kurope to bo with his wife in their

Their quarrels were patched
up for the time being and they returned
to Indiana, but not long afterward they
separated again and the wife went to
California, whero a sister lived.

Meanwhile. In her Paris days, she had
met Itobert Louis Stevenson. They met
at UreU, a village on the edge, of tho
forest of Fontalnbleau where a colony of
Kngllsh speaking artists had established
Itself. Itobert Louis Stevenson and Mis.
Osbournc and her daughter Isabel, now
Mrs. Isabel Strom, aho an li rtl.it, were
attracted to tho village and for a time
were members of the artists' colony theie.

After her leturn to California Mrs. Oh- -

bourne became seriously ill. Stevenson
on learning of this set out for Callfor- -

nla. He travelled by steerage on
the Atlantic and by emigrant train across
the United States. He renched San Fran- -
Cisco In Deceinber, 1TS, worn out by the
Journey, and Himself suffered a long audi
severe Illness. Mrs. Osbourne. who
nnu reiovrrr.1 uj tu.. un..-- , numm
back from the edge of the grave. Sho
obtained a divorce from her husband the
following spring and was married to
Stevenson ut Monterey.

They lived first after their marriage In
a mining town lu tho Slerrns, In the hope
that the high altitude would benefit the
nuvellst.

prove nnd, his wifo constantly attending
him, he returned tu Hurope, spending
much uf his time In thu south of France,
Still he did not regain health, und they
came back to America In 1KS7.

Throughout . their days together Mrs.
Stevenson cured for her husband as u
nurse, acted as his secretary and amanu-
ensis, and conserved In every pos-
sible way his declining strength. She wao
an out of door woman, who revelled In
tho. biuiio noma die life that charmed her
husband.

After Stevenson's death his widow re-

turned to Han Francisco, and ts ome years
later built a doubro house there for htr- -

self and for her son, Llod Osboumc, and
his family. The house was tilled with
Stevenson's books and objects of art and
with Samoan relics. It was on Lom-
bard street hill, overlooking the Golden
Gate.
