suitable egxs should be used for incubat-
ing. otherwise the cost of each chick is
unreasonably high. It {s doubtful econ-
omy to put a lot of poor eggs into the
incubator merely to fill it to Its capacity.
Far better to operate a half filled ma-
chine, using only the sultable eggs and
marketing the others.

In order to make a success In the
poultry business one must consistently
raise a goodly flock of chicks each year,
Good chicks are required, and such are
secured only ‘from eggs of the right sort.
Cull out the unfit at the start and devote
your attemtion solely to thoss which are
right in every respect.

To a very large degree the quality of
the eggs—considered moely with referance
to their value for incubating—Is deter-
mined by the stock which produces them,
The characteristics of ideal breeding birds
were discussed in the preceding article in
this series. ' Physical  perfection, health,
vigor, activity, full maturity, are all es-
#entisls. It ls also necessary to use as
breeders birds possessing those qualities |
we wish to intensify in the progeny.

But there are other important factors
which have to do with the production
of the hest hatching egs. The method
of management exerts a great influence,

The breeding Sock should be kept ac-
tive, induced to take plenty of exercise.
Free range solves this question. Where
At s necessary to keep the birds confined
they should be fed In deep litter In order
that they will be induced to spend much
of their time scratching for the concealed |

Heavy feeding of maah sema to injure |
the hatching qualities of egge, and the
breders uhould reestve leas mash than
the layers and have thelr scratch feed
correspondingly increased. This state- |
ment may be questioned by some, but the
axperience of the writer clearly indicates
that 1t is true.

N la not wise to use for breeding bur-!

for a counsiderable period of time. Buch
hens are very likely to be in a rather
low state of vitality owing to the strain
they have been under and their chicks
will seldom be up to the necessary stand-
ard of vigur. Anything which adversely
affects the vigor of the mother has a
degidedly bad effect on her young. This
explains why many careful poultrymen mse-
ject their breeding hens in the fall and
Eeep them on limited rations during the
winter in order that they shall not begin«
ogg production before the eggs are needed
for hatching.

The male birds should have special at-
tention. The gallant males often fall to
eat enough to keep themselves In good
flesh and vigorous econdition, permitting
the hens to have most of the food. One |
often observes that such males call their
mates whenever they find anything to eat,
Under such conditions these gentlemanly
fallows should daily be plaged In smal\ '
cocps, separated from the flods, and given
s full meal

Even under ideal conditions & certain
proportion of the eggs produced should |
be marketed. Extra large and small eggs |
should be disposed of. Also those which |

.aFs not normal In every way. Eggs with |
mottied shells, clear in certaln spots and |
thiek Iin others, are usually infertils or
will fail to hatch satistaciorily. Sometimes |
eggs will become coated with mud or filth
to such an extent that the pores In the
whifls are clogged, and these too should
be discarded. This does not refer to
ordinary solling, as the latter may boi
wiped off with a damp cloth and such|
g satisfactory. |

Belect for incubating the egge which are |
large without being oversized. As a rule
the heaviest and best chicks come from
egges of this kind, and heavy chicks |

usually make the beat and most rapid
development. It will be observed that egge
produced In February and March average
more In weight than later in the season
;and this may explain why esrly hatched
chicks are usually superior physically
to those which come later.

Set the eggs while they are freah; the
tresher the better. The germ is a dell-
cate thing after all, and in the course of
time it dies unless subjected to the neces-
sary degree of heat to cause it to develop.
This process of deterioration is continu-
ous In stored eggs and the quicker the
Mfe giving heat s applied the better the
fesults are likely to be.

Of couree, it is not possible under aver-
age conditions to use nothing but abso-
(lutely fresh for incubating. The
limitations of incubator equipment and
the number of egge produced dally pre-
vent this. Therefore it ia usually neces-
sary to hold a certain proportion of the
egg® for longer or shorter periods. Just
how long it in safe to hold them is hard
to say. But they may be stored in such

manner s to prevent to a considerable
&nﬂ the rapld weakening of the germs.

The best storage room is one having a
fairly constant temperature of approzxi-
mately 60 degrees. Rather lower than
bigher. It should be clean and reason-

dry. 'The eggs may be left upon
their sides or packed with large end up.

However, the results
secured are both interesting and promis-
ing and the scheme (s wurthy of testing,
eapecially in cases where comparatively

few egens are used. The writer would ap-

preciate remorts from any poultrymen
who make comparative tests this spring.
Eggs Intended for hatching as well as
those actually !n process of {ncubation
should never come in contact with oll of
any kind, especlally Kkeroscne, This fre-
quently happens on planis where lamp
heated incubators are used.

It is quite possible that the penetrating
fumes may also adversely affact the egEs
befora these are placed In the machinea
and the storage romm should be kept free
from this pos=sible danger,

Finally just befors the emgs are placed

ey ®hould be tested for checks or eracks,
This 18 caslly and quickly done by gently
tapping them together. Eggs with per-
fect shells give off a clear, sharp sound ;
those which are cracked a dull,
wound which ia entirely different. A little
experience will enable one to instantly de-
tect in this way cracks which are not vist-
ble to the eve,

We w#till have much to learn about in-
cubation and the best methods of pro-
ducing and handling eggs for hatching.
The above suggestions epitomize the prin-
clpal points thus far worked out.

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Green Iole Alse Has More Geese and |

Terkeys Than Has Esgland.

The United States comsular report for
January 29 has the following tema rela-
tive to poultry in England and Byria:
“Acecording to the latest British official
census of poultry there were in England,

Scotland and Wales 32,236,000 chickens, |

2,863,000 duckm, 712,000 gease and 697,000
turkeys, while in Ireland there were 17,
664,172 chickena, 3,477,004 Aucks, 1,338.-
362 geese and 1,061,887 turkeys making
a grand total of 60,629,195 fowis. This
is perhaps an understatement, A8 no ac-
count is taken of the poultry owned by
many small kespers nor of the chickens,
ducks, &c., hatched after the taking of
the census. Were these added it is ee-
timated that the total would be increased
by about 80 per cent.

*The poultry industry of this country is
recelving increased attention, and It Is
belleved that the number of fowls will be
greatly Increased during the next few
years, Because of these conditions the
use of incubators has naturally increased.
At the same tims the number of manu-
facturing firma also Inoreased, with the
result that competition is now keen. In-
oubators, brooders and foster mothers aré
almost invariably sold by the manufac-
turers direct and not through agents, al-
though, of course, poultry supply houses
obtain them upon order,

“In Syria Incubatore and brooders,
while not unknown, are rarely used, and
old time methods held sway on the farm.
The breeding of fowls flourishes In
8yria. The hen is nowhere absent, and
there are some that export great
numbers of eggw or the yolks and whitea
obtained from them. The breeding of
ducks is also highly developed. Gee ¢ are
bred to a smaller extent and the turkey,
which flourishea here better than In the
wet summer district of the temperate
zone, is reared Iin parts with great suc-
cess. The iIntroduction of modern scien-
tifioc poultry appliances would greatly in-
crease the importance of this industry
and would provide a means of livelihood
for many of the colonists in Palestine.”

'8, sneezing, coughing, swelling of
face or about the eye. Hard breathing
and rattling !'n the throat are the monst
noticeable. In this condition the bird
may be more or less active and lay. The
main reason for emphasizing this form
of the disease is to impress upon the
readers that they must be on the look-
out of these symptoms and, whether the
troubls be colds or roup, to use every
measure possfble te down or eradicate
the disease,

“Most people let it reach the second
or third stage before it is discovered.
Tt then has such a foothold that eradica-
tion I8 a long, tedious and expensive
task. The housesa must be visited after
the birds have gone to roost. With a
light the attendant passes from house
to house, or from peh to pen, and listens
for sneeaing or coughing, and birds thus
affected are removed to a detention house
or hospital. Agaln, time must be taken
by the attendant when feeding thea birds
to see If any roupy ones can bhe de-
tected moping about. Whether the
troubla be colds or roup in 1ts inciplency,
the birde are treated collectively. That
is, the treatment of Individual birda s
not resorted to. Clean and Alsinfect
coops with some good disinfectant. Place
potassium of permanganate in the drink-
ing water—enough to give It a wine
color. Filling a teaspoon and scraping
off all you can with a straight edge will
leave enough for nine or ten gallons of
water. Feed good, stimulating food
Separate all affected bhirda, placing them
in & warm, dry, well ventilated place,
and gitve them extra care and good food.
If the poultryman discovers the disease
in an advanced form early enough he
can moon get It under control, mainly
through feed and care. A large number
of flocks improved by leaps and bounds
by giving good, rich, palatable mashes
and green cut bone. The extra feed
seems to tone up the system and in-
creaseg the power of resistance,

Takes Him Only 30 Seconds,
