By the professional weather folk over
northwestern Tennessee and  southern
Dlinois yesterday morning, steered u
eourse toward the Atlantic coast, thus
puseling the prophets, and last night was
central !n the neighborhood of Macon,
Ga.’

Its influence was felt hereabout in a
snowstorm that the local socothsayers
#aid would probably not amount to more
than a fow inches. A sharp wind vary-
ing In force from fifteen to thirty miles
gave a sting to the snow particles that
made them seem more wintry than they
really were. The temperature was dis-

tinctly frosty, being about 10 above at
midnight.

The Washtngton forecast is for falr
ohkles to-day, preceded by snow (sup-
posedly that of last night and early this
morning). To-morrow should be fair,
with moderate northerly winds, if the

national forecaster has opened the right
dope box.

When the snow began to fall last night
the street railroad companles took steps
to prevent the lines from being blocked
again. The Third Avenue Railway Com-

y sent out four rotary snow brushes
c?ora 8 o'clock. Although the fall was
80 light that they were not needed, 1. A
Maher, Jr., superintendent, safd that he
intended to continue extraordinary pre-
cautions against a repetition of the tieup
after the two recent storms.

Wary After Recent Tieup.

The New York Rallwayvs Company not
only sent out rotary snow brushes in
larger numbers than was consldered
mecensary but also wsent gangs of men
to all switching points, five or =ix men
16 a gang, to keep the switches clear

The quality of the mnow was about the
same as that of the last storm. It was
hurd and dry and the wind carried it
easily. It Is this Kind of snow which
sifts  down into the trolley slots and
cakes nto solid lumps of ice,

The B. . T. sent out ploughs early to
keep its tracks as clean as possible. The
trolley and elevated lines in all boroughs
were kept on full schedule so that the
cars would clear the tracks.

Broadway was aimost deserted between
8 and 11 o'clock last night. Those who
bad veutured into the district were con-

tent to stay inside theatres or tango
places.

Stalen by Col, Cornwell,

The manner in which Col. Gibbons Grey
Cornwell, a lawyer of Weat Chester, Pa.,
and officer In the Pennsylvania National
Guard, looted trust estutes i& disclosed in
a declnior. handed down by Supreme Court
Justice Blanchard. ‘The deciston is in &
suit of the Chester County Guarantes,
Trust and Bafe Deposit Company and
Cornwell's father, K. T. Cornwell, us trus-
teen under the will of Ann W. Roberts,
| against the Hecurities Company of New
| York, Edward D. Tolund and others to re-
| cover mecurities alleged to have been
stolen from the estate.

Col. Cornwell was arrested hers on Au-
gust 6, 1912, after his thefts from trust
| estates became known. He committéd sui-
¢lde on a Pennsylvania train when he was

being taken to face the charges.

| The testimony showed that on March
| 28, 1808, Col. Cornwell galned wccess to
| his father's safe deposit box, wrenched off
| the hasp which held the box closed and
took two $10,000 and three $1,000 certifi-
cates of the securities company, part of
the Ann W. Roberts estate, He forged
the name of both his father and the trust
company, the other trustee, on the back of
| the securities and deposited them with the
' brokerage firtn of Jamieson Hros. & Co.
| of Philadelphla In a speculative account.
| The fact that they had been stolen did not
| become known until after Col. Cornwell
had committed sulcide.

Justice Blanchard finds that R, T, Corn-
| well was In no way at fault In the theft
| of the wecurities. He holds that the Ne-
| curities company Is responsible for a
'wroncrul tranafer, and directs the mm-{
| pany to relssue §23,000 of wecurities to the |
| estate within a reasonable time, or pay
| that amount in cash with interest rrom‘
 March 1, 1912,

land. On the Pacific coast heavy rains
prevall, and the South Atlantic coast
also reports cold rains and lowering tem-
peratures,

In Chicago the blizzsard caused four
deaths and numberiess injuries. The ter-
rific gale blew peopls from the walks and
rolled them along the streets. Ropes
were stretched and extra policemen were
stationed at the most exposed corners

'WARTIME CRUMS DIE

ALMOST TOGETHER

Veterans in  Noldiers' Home
say  Grief Killed
De Forrest.
Kearny, N, J,, Feb. 8.—The big flag

at the Soldiers Home was at half staff to- |

day despite the hollday. In the private
morgue smaller flags were Adraped over
the bodles of two men, companions In the
elvil war, pals who became reunited at the
home two years ago. Afterward they were
inseparable,

One of the ol soldiers constantly
nursed the other in the months of his last
fliness. His patient died to-day, and the
younger man, doing a slight service for
the body of his (riend, found the strain
too muenh for his weakened heart and he
died at his task. The other old men in
the home say that he died of grief.

Juhn De Forrest and Michael Clark are
the old sqldiers who have gone. I Fop.
rest was i3 years old and Clark was 78,
De Forrest served in the Hospltal Corps
during the war, and It was when Clark
was shot through the shoulder at the bat-
tle of Corinth that the two men met. They
became close friends and after the war
bSth went to Philadelphla and got jobs,

De Forrest drifted west in a few years, |
and soon the men lost track of each other, |
Clark came to New York. His health
became bad In 1889, and he went to live |
at the Soldiers Home. De Forrest fared '
no better in the West, and he went to a |
Soldiers Home in lowa. Two years ago, |
through his brother, Austin De Forrest,
also & civil war veteran, who was an In- |
mate of the BSoldlers Home here, he|
learned that Clark waa here, and he
managed to get himself transferred to
Kearny.

The Soldiers Home had planned to cele- |
brate Washington's Birthday to-day, and |
the coming special services had been the
talk of the home for weeks, Hut a note
of sadness always creeps Into discussions |
of national holldays in the home. The!
soldlers talk of glories of the past, but |
never fall to have mournful memories of
their companions who have died r.lurlul!
the year and fears that others will dle in
the year to come. Clark was becoming
wenker, and just after breakfust to-day
he breathed his last.

De Forrest was nearly overcome by
grief. The others in the home tried to
cheer him up, and he busied himself with
arrangements for the funeral of his chum.
He assembled n group of pallbearers to
carry Clark's budy to the privats morgue
of the home. He himself went to the |
morgue, a #mall bullding, to prepare It to |
receive his friend's body. The doors were
