THEIR BXACT STATUS

Pact With Fraternity Orders
Clubs to Keep Them Posted
in Writing Always.

IS AN EX POST FACTO LAW

Applies to All Contracts—Plan
of Waivers Through Several
Leagues Adopted in Part.

That & player must be kept Informed |

in writing of his exact status at all times
is made mandatory by the agreement be-
tween the Baseball Players Fraternity

on oneo side and the Natlonal Commission |

and Natlonal Assoclation of Minor
Leagues on the other, the conditions of
which were announced officlally yester-
day. If a player is released outright,
sold or traded, or If he is punished by
fine or suspension, all the facts of the
case must be set forth In written notice
given him by his club.

The agreement is made retroactive, Is
a sort of ex post facto law. [ts last
clause, the twenty-first, says thmt all its
provisions shall be active “as though fully
set forth In each player's contract,
whether sald contract was enterod into
before or after sald conference (on Jan-
uary 8 at Cinolunatl) or the date of the
adoption of this agrecment.”

The document bristles with surprises.

It was sald recently that the fraternity's
contention for a rule whereby a player
could not be sent down to a league of low
classification without all leagues of Inter-
mediate classification having a chance to
bid for his services was turned down In
toto as ponderous und impracticable.
However, the eighteenth clause of the
agreement reads thusly :

Hefore a major league player shall be re-
leased outright or under optional agresment
to class A or lower class!fication lhls ser-
vices shall first be tendered to all class A
clubs at a price not to exceed §$1,000 and
then to all class A clubs at a price not to
excoed $750.

It s agreed that no player shall bhe
transferred to another club of the same
classification without the lattor assuming
the salary and all other conditions of the
original contract. The salary of a player
transferred to lower classification in case
of dispute shall be determined by the Nu-
tional Commission if he |s & major leaguar
and by the National Board if he is &
minor leaguer, the latter player to have
the right of appeal to the Natlonal Com-
Mijor leaguers must receive
ten daye notice and minor lcaguers five
days notice in writing before belng re-
leased unconditlonally.
