MAY RIVAL MIGHT'S

"Saw Control Arrangements Said
to Obviate "Basic Patent"

Royalties Difficulty.

VERTICAL FINS AIIE USED

Preliminary Trial of Boland
Machine to Be Made From

Newark To-da- y.

A Boland aeroplane, operated without
rudders, ailerons or warping- - planes, said
to be tho only machine not Infringing
on patents owned by Orvllle Wright, will
be flown from the Roland Aeroplane and
Motor Company's plant In Newark early
thin morning, with V Leonard Uonoy
as pilot

This will be a preliminary trial trip,
and If successful a trial wilt be arranged
for the United Btutrs army aviation au-

thorities. The machine Is called the Bo-

land Tailless Military Air Hcout,

It Is generally understood among avi-

ators and Inventors that If thero Is any
machine In this country that does not
Infringe on the Wright patents that ma-

chine Is the one bultt by the Boland
company; many Inventors, however, do
gt believe It Is possible to construct a
machine that will nut Infringe.

The lloland company claims Its patents
are basic, und announces It Is ready to
licence aviators and to ussurn them ab-
solute protection. The machine has what
its Inventors call a "Jib control," which
takes the place of the ailerons, on the
Wright typo.

Uses Two Vertical Kins.
This control consists of two vertical

fins, one at each end of the planes, which
the Inventors say will bring the machine
about faster and In a smaller space than
the devices of the WrUhts.

lnglls M. Uppercu. president of tle
Detroit Cadillac Motor Car flealty Com-
pany of New York, who la Interested In
the Boland company, said yesterday:

We do not Intend to pay any royalties
to Orvllle Wright or to anybody else,
Our patents are basic, and we are now
ready to license tilers and to guarantees
them protection. We are going right
ahead and will build machines.

$139,964,333 IN NAVAL BILL.

Moose Minority Report T Meas-

ure ts "Extravagant."
Wasiiincjton, Feb. 28. The naval bill

authorizing an appropriation of $139,964,-23- 3

for maintenance and extension In the
naval service In the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1914, was formally reported to the
House It authorises the construc
tion of two battleships, six torpedo boat
destroyers, one seagoing submarine, three
coast defence submarines and four small
torpedo boats.

This building programme Involves a
total expenditure of $43,000,000. The bill
annranrlatea 317.000.000 to begin work.
Each battleship provided for will cost at
least 115.000.000.

The three coast defence submarines are
n ho utatlonnd on the I'aclno coast ana

the four small torpedo boats on the gulf
coast.

BIG LOSSES FACED

BY SUGAR REFINERS

Competition War Expected to
Assume Acute Stage With

Drop in Tariff.

CONSUMER TO BENEFIT

Trade Ridicules Theory of
Scheme to Bolster Up Amer-

ican's Defence.

Hugar may take a further drop of 10

cents per 100 pounds when the
25 per cent, reduction In the tariff goes
Into operation.

Buch a drop. If It occurs, will not b
commensurate with the reduction In tho
tariff. The new tariff will lower the price
of raw sugar, duty paid, by 34 cenla per
100 pounds.

The cutthroat competition among the
refiners In the past five or six months has
already discounted much of this reduc
tion.

The surprising statement was made by
one of the leading mdn In the sugar trade
yesterday that he would not be surprised
If Instead of declining further the price ot
refined sugar advanced on tho cut In the
tariff.

Tills highly anomalous result, he said.
was perfectly iosslbte on tho ground that
the effect of reduction may have been
heavily ovrrdlscounted and the market
put In a much undersold condition.

Heavy buying ot refined sugars by
wholesale and retail dealers, the candy
factories, grocers and cunning factories
may begin Immediately on the strength
of the general belief In a drop In prices.
Dealers and large users of sugar have
their supplies down to scraping bottom.
They have purposely held off to aw.ilt
the lower prices that they expected would
come with the tariff.

Might Defeat P
It was said yesterday by one of the

foremost sugar authorities that the cover-
ing of this "short Interest" In the sugar
trade may buoy the price of refined sugar
to an advance on Its present level of 3.92
net.

The highly Interesting spectacle would
then be presented of higher prices ac-
companying the Administration's effort
through tariff slashes to reduce the cost
of living. The effect naturally of a rush
of buying In advancing prices would only
be temporary, higher prices reducing the
volum of buying.

The general opinion held by brokers
and dealers In sugar yesterday, however,
was that a further small recursion In
the price of refined sugar will result
even though most of the 34 cent reduc
tlon In the tariff la already reflected In
the price of the refined article aa the
result of Intense competition.

The sugar trade Is on edge watching
the effect of the new conditions. The
result will be of large Importance both
to the consumer and to the refiner.

Rednrrles I.ostnsr Heavily.
The war among the refiners has

brought the business recently to the point
where refiners have been getting on the
average only 33 to 40 cents a hundred
pounds In the difference between the cost

f the raw sugar and the renneu prod
uct, whereas the coat of refining Is from
60 to 65 cents. It wss said by a high
authority that at these figures the
refiners are losing from 20 to 32 cents
for every 100 pounds of sugar refined.
The difference between the price of raw

nd refined has been dropping steadily
from tho margin of 78 cents, which was
the average In 1313, to from S3 to 40
cents, the recent average.

The price of refined sugar yesterday
was 3.92 cents net a pound. The price of
raw sugar, duty paid, was 3.39 cents a
pound under the present tariff. At a
cost of 65 cents a hundred pounds to
refine, the refiners were loing about 12
ents a hundred pounds.
The tariff will bring the

price of raw sugar, duty paid, down to
3.04 cents, leaving a margin or 5 oents
per 100 pounds to the retlner. If the price
of th refined proluct rem.uns unonangol

It Is the genernl belter in th sugar dis
trlct however, that a large rentier Is plan
nliiK to cut the price beKlnnlng to-m-

row from the present 3.92 net to 3,82 by
gradual reductions. The prico of 3.75 was
named yesterday by an Important sugar
man as a point to which the decline might
go.

Consnmers to Benefit,
The point Is made with great emphasis

tn most quarters of the sugar trade by pro-
ducers, refiners and brokers that the con
sumer will get tho benefit of every frac-
tion of reduction made by the tariff.

The reason given Is that there Is real
and Intense competition among1 the re
finers. No one company or group of
companies, It Is said, can approach a con-
trol or domination of tho market Price
fixing Is utterly out of the range of ability
of nny single company.

The rank and tile tn the sugar trade
ridiculed the suggestion that tho present
war of competition might be a sham In
which the American Sugar Refining Com-
pany was Interested In order to affect
favorably the dissolution suit of the Gov-
ernment against It.

Few sugar men ventured to predict
the future for the refiners if tho price
cutting continued. While It was pointed
out that the big companies are very rich
and can stand strenuous competition for

lencthy period. It was also Intimated
that some of the smaller refineries could
not continue long to stand the pressure.

Ixiw prices and severe competition as
the final result of the tariff reduction on
sugar have been predicted by Prof. Taus-
sig, probably Ihe most eminent tariff
expert In the country.

NEBRASKA'S GOOD SHOWING.

Hetarns Will F.scred the ameer
estimated by Cnngrrss.

Ouaiia. Neb.. Feb. 28. When the In
ternal revenue office closed 6,600
Income tax schedules tad been Hied and
900 more all corporation schedules will
be filed Monday, making a total of 7,500
from this State.
