. INTERESTS ADAMSON

Says There Will Never He

Lower Ton Kate of ToIIh

Than 75 Ccntfl.

Wash inqton', March 12. Chairman
Adamson of the House Committee on In-

terstate nnd Foreign Commerce when
shown Tills Hun editorial of y en-

titled "Need the President Proclaim Any
Canal Tolls at Present V said:

"Tks Hun's presentation of tho sup-
posedly complex situation Is Interesting,
and without doubt on the face of the
situation there Is the suggested conflict
as between the statutory law of the act
of August 21, 1912, and the Hajr-Paunc-

fote treaty of 1902, but It must not be
forgotten that the statutes enacted
by Congress serve to abrogate any treaty
provision with which they come In con-

flict. The President obeys, under ordinary
circumstance, the" law of the land a
expressed In' treaties, but when tho con
flict between the treaty and the statute
arise the treaty give way.

'In other word, without the statutory
conflict the President, wouM, as the edi
torial eay. obey the express prohibition
contained In article III. of tho

treaty, but an the other hand
the act of 1912 amended tho treaty In
so far as tho President's duties nnd
powers arc concerned. If by act of Con-
gress the President Is. compelled to do
an act in contravention of a treaty the
responsibility rest with the Congress,
which by statutory enactment created the
conflict."

With regard to the minimum tolls pro- -

vision of the act of 1912 Mr. Adamson
expressed the view that by the correction
In the pending 81m bill whereby tho
languague "nor be lee, other than veasels
of the United Htates und Its cltltens.
than the estimated proportionate cost of
the actual maintenance and operation
of the canal." is made to read "nor be
leas than the equivalent of 75 cents per
net registered ton. the exemption fea
ture Is discarded.

Mr. Adamson supplemented his analy
I of the editorial by saying:

"And furthermore wo shall never fee a
time when a tonnage rate of less than
the equivalent uf 75 cent will suffice
more than to meet the expensta of upkeep
and management of the canal. The tolls
will 1e set at 11.20. nnd It will be oevcral
year, I fear, before they can be brought
down to 11 a ton.'

Consideration of the rule under which
the debate on tho exemption repeal bill
will be conducted In tho House was dis
cussed y. It became Immediately
apparent that the allotted fifteen hour of
general debate will not satisfy the up
ponentn of the measure. Mr. Adamson
sold he was willing that the time should
'be extended.

The President used two gold pens, one
of wmcn ne presented to chairman Hous
ton of the House Committee on Terrl
toriea snd the other to C. U. Helfner of
Heattle.

After the signing tho President made
a short addreas In which ho expressed
pleasure that the enactment of the meaa
ure had been accomplished so early In hla
administration.

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LAWYER SAYS HE GOT $1,000
TO LOBBY

Attorney De Knight Tells
Fore River Shipbuilding Company Oave

Him the Fee -

Washington, March II. Clarence W.
De Knight, a Washington attorney, tes-

tified before the Menate lobby Investigat
ing 'committee y that he had re-

ceived a retainer of $1,000 from the a
Fore lilver Shipbuilding Company to work
for the exemption of American coaatwise
ships from tolls In tho Panama Canal
act.

Mr. De Knight said he made a contract
with Hear Admiral Bowles ( United Btate
Navy, retired), president of the company,
for the fee and that ho had expected it
receive 14,000 additional a a contingent
fee. He declared he had asked for the
payment of this additional amount after
the bill became a law. but the Fore Klver
company refused to pay It and he did not
press tho matter.

Tho witness admitted that nis con
tract wa based on a certain form of
legislation that would enable the Fore
Klver comoany to get contract ror Duua- -

lng additional ship and that he aasumeJ
the reason the company declined to pa
the additional fee waa that tho corpora- -

ton waa not satisfied with the form the
legislation finally took.

Mr. De Knight waa requested by the
committee to produce the contract with
Admiral Bowles and agreed to do so
later. Me told the committee that the
newspaper stories connecting him with
the lobby were Inspired by a woman
tenographer who was discharged by him,

He testified that ha knew of no organised
effort to make a fight against the repeal
of the tolls exemption clause and de'
nled specifically that he had written any
letters or held any conference looking
to nn organised movement to oppose
the repeal of tho canal tolls exemption
legislation.

Tho witness explained his former offi
cial relations with public men. He said
that he waa at ono time a secretary to
Benator A. P. Gorman, later clerk of
the Committee on Naval Affairs, and for

time waa private secretary of the First

Says De Kalgkt Wasa't Kssloye
for Tolls Ksesaatloa.

Boston, March It. Rear Admiral
Francis T. Bowles, U. S. N., retired, preal
dent of th Fore Itlver Shipbuilding Com.
pany, flatly denied to-d- that he had
employed C w. De Knight to work for
the toll exemption clause In the Panama
Canal act, a testified by Mr. DeKnlght
before the Senate committee at Wash
lngton.

"I employed Mr. De Knight In connection
with section 11 of the Panama Canal act.
which ha to do with the Jurisdiction
of the Interstate Commerce Commission
over canal shipping," tho Admiral said.
"The provision concerning tolls Is section
C of the act. and with thts I had nothing
to do. I never employed him or anybody
else In reference to the motter of Panama
Canal tolls."

CHARITIES BOARD ASKS

FOR STATE BOND ISSUE

Ilcport to the Legislature Urges

.Need of .$10,000,000
for Institutions.

Albant, March 12. The Issuance of
about 110,000,000 Htate bonds for Improve-
ment nnd betterments to tho Institutions
under tho Jurisdiction of tho Htate Board
of Charities Is strongly urged In ' the
board's report sent to the Legislature to-
day. The report points out that It Is now
Impossible to raise the money from cur-

rent funds or otherwise than by bonds.
The lssuo suggested in the report has

the support of Oov. Olynn. For the de-

velopment of Letchworth Village nt Thlell
and the New York statu Training School
for Boys at Yorktown Heights $4,600,000
Is needed.

"Many of the Htate Institutions lnuera-livel- y

need prompt enlargement," the re-
port says, "and tho necessary nddrtlons
and Improvements shou d be mado equi-
tably and consistently and along definite
lines. Tho two classes of Institution's
which show the greatest need for early
enlargement aro tho reformatories for
women and fur children und the Institu-
tions for the custodial rare of the feeble
minded. There should also bo a further
extension of the provision for the care uf
epileptics, und additional facilities aro
needed for tho euro und treatment of
tuberculosis coses."

The Legislature Is urged to appropriate
moneys for the rapid completion of th
New York Htate Training .School for Hoys
at Yorktown Heights, the enlargement of
the Htate Training School for Olrls at
Hudson und thn establishment of another
training school for girls In some other
purt of tho Htate. ,

Oruvo peril exist becauso of tho free-
dom of lurge. numbers of tho feeblo
minded, tha report says, nnd their In-
carceration In Institutions would not only
remove a inenaco to the Htatn but would
eliminate the possibility of their propagat
ing their kind. The establishment of new
Institutions for th" feeble minded, uno In
tho western part of the Htate. Is urged.

Jlelter results could bo accomplished In
the enro nnd treatment of tuberculosis,
says the report. It tho Htate would care
for Incipient cases In several hospital
equipped for thin purpose, such as nay-broo- k,

and, the counties would care for ad
vanced case.

The section which products! the queer
figure was the connection between th
new Seventh avenue subway and th ex-
