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GAP WIDENS 'TWIXT

TRAVERS AND OTHERS

Holder of Many Titles Is Now

Hated Two Hotter Than
Nearest Rival.

LONG HANDICAP LIST

Increase of I Over Last Year
Brings Met Ratings

Up to 541.

Jerome D. Travers ts accorded the
honor of being placed two strokes ahead
of his closest rlvale on the handicap list
of the Metropolitan Golf Association for
1114, announced yesterday by James A.
Tyng, chairman of the handicap com-

mittee. A year ago the national met-

ropolitan and Jersey champion, who Is
now In England preparing for the British
championship In May, was placed at
scratch, with Fred Herrethoff, Oswald
Klrkby and Walter J. Travis grouped to
gether at 1, but on the new tilt Travers
Is still alone on the scratch mark and the
three others are placid at 2.

The widening ot the gap between the
amateur champion and the other members
of the "big four" Is more ot a I

tribute to Travers than an Indication that,
the others are going back, though It Is
probably true that Herreshoff. Klrkby and
Travis did not play aa consistently good
golf In 1113 as they did In U12. They
showed rushes of brilliant golf, Herrcj-hof- f

and Travis having victories over
Travers to their credit during the course
of the season. ' I

On the 3 mark are B. M. Ilyers ot,
Pittsburg, who If he played more often '

In the local district, where he belong
to one or two clubs, would bo rated on
an equality with Herreshoff, Klrkby and
Travis and W. K. Whlgham.
