Sir Arthur Paget, commander of the
forces In Ireland, by Col. Seely when the
latter was Secretary for War In the recent
crisis was cleared up to-d- ay ns the first
result of Mr. Asqulth'a taltlnK the port-
folio of War.

After u conference between Oen. Paget
nnd the Premier as Secretary for War,
Home Secretory McKenna, who Is acting
as leader of the House of Commons, made
the following statement tn the House:

"The only question Oen.- - Paget put or
Intended to put to tho commanding of-
ficers In" Ireland was' whether they were
ready to put their duty before any, other
considerations. It was not his Intention
that this or any such questloi.s should be
put by the general officers to their subor-
dinates. '

"Oen. Paget Informed the general of-

ficers of the promise given by tho Secre-
tary for War to officers wliose homes
were In Ulster to permit them. to with-
draw temporarily from' their regiments In
the event of operations becoming neces-
sary in Ulster, and he requested the gen-

eral officers to' And out Immediately the
number of officers who would withdraw
on- - this account- -

Irish commander In chief ,was asked
If any officer .who could not claim this ex-
emption would,. Be allowed' to. resign, and
replied 'that the result of any-refus- to
do their mean their dis-
missal from the arfXy."

According to tho death
certificate, signed by Dr. Juhn L. Cassel-berr- y

of .Oxono Park, deuth was due to
typhoid fever.

The drmartd for an .Inquiry was In-

spired hy the belief expressed by I'anxer'n
sister, Miss Anna Panzer, a nurse, that
her brother contracted the msease as tne
result of u serum with which he was in-

oculated In the nrmory to make him Im-

mune from typhoid fever. It was said at
tho Coroner's office that acting Burgeon
Frank Hurnden has been assigned to In-

vestigate for the National Guard.
Dr. Casselherry said last night :

"The proposed utopsy seems to me to
be a high handed proceeding. I am con-

vinced that Panzer died of typhoid fever.
I attended him from March 19, which was
ten days after he was taken 111. did
not learn that he had been Inoculated
until n long time after I had started to
treat him. Thm was nothing suspicious
about IiIh death."

Acting Surgeon Harnden told the Coro-

ner's olllce that It was Impossible thnt
Panzer had contracted tho disease through
inoculation.

Col. L. M. Maus, chief surgeon at Gov-

ernor s Island, said :

"Wo U'gan four years ago to vaccinate
for typhoid In the army, but vaccination
was then voluntary. In 1911 It was made
compulsory. Kvury soldier under 46 has
been vaccinated ; that prolmbly means
between 70,000 and 80,000 men, und there
has not been a deuth from typhoid fever
silica vaccination began."

! French Commission Says "Gov

DIDN'T CAUSE IMMUNITY

Reporter Says Mme. Gucydnn

Paris, April 1. The parliamentary
commission which has been Investigating
fio reason for the postponement of the
sei nd trial of Henri Itochette, the
swindling Danker, reported y mat it
has been established that "Government
Intervention" In March, 1911, was the
cause of the delay In bringing tho man
to trial. The report says that this delay
did not grant Rochetto 'Immunity from
trial, but permitted him to resume his
shady flnarclal deals.

Tho report which was drawn up by
Jean Jaures, the Socialist leader,, chair-
man of the committee, and Is lacking In
epithets and eloquence for which M.
Jaures Is famous, relates that M. Monls
declared that It was the istt of M.

Caillaux, former Minister of Finance, to
him which made him appeal to Public
Prosecutor Fabre to have the postpone-
ment granted by M. Illdault de I'lsle,
president of the Correctional Court of
Appeals. The divergence of the evidence
given by MM. Monls and Caillaux makes
It Impossible to arrive at a dctlnlte de-

cision on this point.
M. Jaures and ten members of the com-

mittee signed the report, accepting It in
full; seven approved It with reserves, three
voted against It and two abstained.

The report says that the Intervention
of M. Monls tn the Itochette affair was
very pressing and his authority as head
of the Government at the time was the
deciding point. Ministerial action In re-

gard to the postponement of the trial. It
says, can bo explained without questioning
the personal probity of either M. Monls or
M. Caillaux. neither of whom can be held
guilty of corruption or the exercise of
Illegal Influence on behalf of the prisoner.
