STAGE IS MISUSED,

SAYS W. A. BRADY

rrodncer Attacks Sensational-

ism and Sex Plays at
Press Club.

NO GREAT SHOWS IN A YEAR

Theatre Needs Now Ideas and
Younjc Men or It Will

Wo of Dry Rot,

William A. Ilrady, play producer, spoke
at luncheon at the I'ress Club yesterday
on theatres and the newspaper. He
argued that since theatres are more
largely attended than buemall games:
plays ought. In winter at least, ta gtt a
much prominence as baseball.

Sensationalism, sex plays and muckrak-
ing were denounced by the speaker.

"The stage la being misused
Mr. Itrady said. "I don't believe that It
ought to be possible to publish a picture
of a man pointing ut a woman and call-

ing her a foul name. 1 don't believe that
a play ougnt to be permitted In which
there Is such a tine aa: 'Did the bosa
ever make love to out'

" The newspapers ought to Join with the
decent element In the theatre to stamp
out this Bort of thing. I have a boy
of 13 at home, and as bn In my eon and
pretty well known he can enter almost
any playhouse here, but 1 want to tell
you there are ten or twelve shows and
tin or twelve places on the hU:kllst up
at my house.

"He doesn't go to them I I am no angel
myself either. Fourteen years ago thn
Mayor of New York closed up the Union
Siiusre Theatre for me, but I was young
and foolish then. I had no boy of 13

then."
(leorge It. Miner presided at the

luncheon and Introduced Mr. Ilrady. Tho
producer started off with his comparison
of newspaper space given to baseball and
to th theatre.

"We of the theatre have concluded that
the iuickest way to reach the public Is
through the press." he said. "Vim m.r.
han noticed the big growth ot thea'.
advertising In newspapers this season

"So great Is the pern.anent theatre at-
tendance that we 'get away' with plays
that are lomparallva failures. You can t
do that In baseball

"Another thing that used to get Under
my hat la the crlttm. 1 don't feel about
them as I used to ard I do believe that
dramatic criticism properly used can be
of the greatest possible value to the pro-d-

er of plays.
"1 think the critics should have a per-

formance before the public opening of a
play- - a performance especially for them,
and then I think the ought to tell us
what to do w.th the play I offer that no
a rial suggestion H would help to ob-

viate failures
"The professional playwrights of the

whole warld hae not turned out this
eir one single really great play. They

hae evolved some sue. nsses, to be sure,
but nothing gre ii Mos good plays are
based on situations g:en us every day In
newspaper stories. Tho same men who
handle them so well for the newspapers
ought to handle them well In p!a. We
need newspaper men as playwrights.
