In explanation of the
tariff he said:

'The Bethlehem plant Is about ninety
miles from New Tork. but our chief com-

petitor. Germany, can hrlnu steel here at
the same or lower ficlRht rates than
those we have to pay. 1'orelpi steel Is
already bring taken at Huston. Calveston

nd San 1'ranclsco.

Difference In Wages.
"One lundamental fact we have to

1s this, the annual average wage
of each man In the Ilcthlchcm company's
service last year was about 1000. I hare
absolute Information that In the factories
of our chief competitor abroad, fiermany,
the annual average wane Is only about
one-thir- d as great. You can draw your
own conclusions. I believe that Industries
should be protected If they must pay high
naces and I believe In the wages paid
in the United States.

"Irrei-pectlv- of the, tariff and other con-

ditions we will ro right ahead with tha
developments already planned for our
business. Of course. If we were certain
where we stood some of this development
would really progrei-- s much faster.

"We have contracted for six steamers
fiom Swedish Interests to be used In the
carrying of ore from our Chilean prop-

erties niid will need about twenty more to
carry on the work. It will not be neces-ar- y

for us to do any llnanclne In connec-

tion with these sTilps.

"I don't believe that dissolution of the
Rtcel Corporation Into Us integral parts
would benetU either the country or the
industry. We have alwas found that the
Steel Corporation was able to preserve a
balance between periods of prosperity and
depression In the Industry which was of
Immense benellt to the business and to the
country. The dissolution of the United
States Steel Corporation would be a step
backward, as it would bo a movement con-
trary to economic law.

Better llntrai rieltrr Trade.
"I am sure that If tho railroads get the

desired advance In freight rates that It
will mean an Improvement not only In the
aleel Industry but In all lines. I believe
that the railroads will continue lo buy

leel In the United States If they can
fiord to do no without too great u loss, If

only to help Industry
"I favor the regulation o larg-- cor-

porations by thu Uov eminent in so far as
it refers to tho Issues of securities and
financing as Ioiik as It doesn't Interfere
with tun opcratlnn and manufacturing end
of the business.

"The KO.Ol'O.Oun contract which the
Bethlehem Steel Corporation has with
the Chinese Government for naval steel
material still stands and Is awaiting only
the further action of tho Government."

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WINTER WHEAT CROP

MAY BE BIGGEST YET

Avernge Condition of 95.6 Per

Cent. Equalled Only Twice
In Thirty Ycaw.

KXCEKDS ALL ESTIMATES

Indicates liarvest of 650,000,-00- 0

Bushels Itye Also

Gives Tromise.

Almost a phenomenal crop of winter
wheat la indicated by the Government re-

port as of April 1, published yesterday.
This Is the first Important crop report of
the year.

Only twice before In thirty years hs the
condition of winter wheat at this period of
the year exceeded tho splendid condition
that tho Government experts found It In
on April 1.

The average condition was io.t per
cent of normal, which represents an In-

crease of 4 per cent, over the condition
at this time last year, a gain of ID per
cent, over that in 1912, and 11. S per cent,
better than trie average for the last ten
years.

Tho remarkably fine showing exceeded
the most sanguine preliminary trade esti-
mates. Tho s?xccllent weather conditions
that have prevailed led all forecaatera to
declare that tho crop would show a very
high condition. Hut cen the most
optimistic experts luui hardly ventured
above 92 as u. fair figure.

A condition of the present kind, with
fair continuing weather, means the
astoundlngly big winter wheat crop of
nearly 6311,000,000 bushels, according to
unofficial figures based on thej Govern-ment- 'a

report of yesterday. This com-
pares with n final crop of winter wheat
last year, n record crop, of 6:3,561,000
bushels and n final crop the year before
of 399,919,000 bushels.

It is greater than the entire wheat crop
of 1911 by 29,000,000 bushels.

Slay Set Nrrr Standard.
A result such tts this for the final crop

of winter wheat would break all records
In, the country's crops and set new stand-
ards nf ellll Ivntlnn and nvnnlt. ......
experts say aro only n beginning of the"" i ue ootainco tinner the growth
of scientific and modern methods of farm
cultivation.

The wonderful condition of the crop
in yesterday's report Is chiefly

the result of thn abundance of moisturefrom tho heavy snows of thn late winterand the splendid weather that has pre-
vailed since then.

Since tho December report bv the Gov-
ernment tho condition of winter wheathas lost only 1.6 per cent. This Is a re-
markably encouraging feature of the re-port and one which augurs well for con.
tlmmtlou of the crop's lmproement.

The small decline of tills, year was
encouraging In view of the pessi-

mistic reports last lcccmber accompanv-In- g

the predictions of a groU crop on thebavin of the high 97.2 per cent, condition
of the crop then.

One of the leading crop experts de-
clared that the Indications of a phe-
nomenal crop should not be nccertd toofreely us the excessive moisture and open
weather experienced up to December had
tesulted In such abnormal gpinth thatrouting of the plant was short and on the
surface, nnd not calculated to resist severe
cold or dry weather.

I Acres A hanilnneri.
The planted acreage Is aH.oOfi.OOn acres.

Indications are that the abandoned
acreage has been exceptionally small.

In Nebraska the condition nf winter
wheat actually Improved from December
1 to April 1, In the llgurcs Sfi per cent,
to 9.1 per cent respective . la Kansas
the condition is 96, as compared with 100
lit December.

The Government's estimate of the con-
dition of the rye crop as of April 1 Is
91.3 per cent, of normal, ns compared with
93.3 per cent, op 1 and S9.3
per cent, on April 1 last year. The ten
year acrnge Is s9.2 per cent.

The Indicated crop is 4 1,300,000 bushels,
against 41.3SJ.0OO bushels produced last
year.
