To Tits Editor or Tub Sun Sir: Com
prehensive, candid and enlightening as
"(1. F.'n" letter Is, one point, long a
puzzle, to writers, he left untouched: thnt
Is, why most editors when cornered call
high heaven to witness that the one hope
and nlm of their lives Is to discover an
unknown genlua, "patiently alftlng thou-s.ind-

of manuscripts" to that end. Yet
these very editors complain bitterly of
the flood of unsolicited "stuff" they nre
(compelled to handle, nnd, for fear of
more, protest against any revision of the
postal laws which unjustly discriminate
axalnst the writer ns a vender of mer-
chandise, which they tell him ho Is. No
less a person than our present Ambassa-
dor to Kngland. when he was of the staff
of .Messrs. Houghton, Mifflin and Com-
pany, wrote to a lady whose work after-
ward won Iter, but not that eminent
house, both fame and shekels, "It is a
very difficult matter lo Ret a liook on our
lists: so dllllcult that I may s.ty wo ac-
cept n manuscript only on compulsion."
Here again we havo "O. F.'b" summary
of things upheld. I am not objecting to
the fact, but to the frequent masking of
the fact with protests that every editor
welcomes a barrel of useless chaff for tho
hope of the one grain of genius that
may, but probably won't, be 111 It. He
doemi't do anything of the aort: he can't,
and after all, why should he? He has
often proved that when the grnln is
thrust upon him It does not loolt like
genius to him. His one simple acid test
Is, "Does this thing suit my needs?"
U he thinks not, ttioncli It speak with
the tongues uf ungels, what can tho writer
expect?

Yet one thing Is certain : there can be
no surer method of securing a dead level
of mediocrity and Imitation than by com-Iti- K

writers taking lo heart the "Inside
Information'' "(1. V." sots forth. Let
souiig writers cease writing for the pure
Joy of It and because tho word within
them clamors for utterance; let them
"study each magazine and Its policy"
and the "stratum of society It caters to,"
and Rrlnd their machines accordingly:
let each new mngnzltie be so llko last
month's thnt we must look for tho dnte
to be sure we haven't read It before; let
most of the work be done, not by the
accursed "unknown" author of "volun-
teer" stuff, but by the "staff" writer who
knows exactly what is expected of him
to hold his salary nnd his Job, nnd see
what hnppens, eventually, In the circula-
tion and the advertising deportments!

"A" AS S "ASK'"

The Narrow, Thin First Vowel of the
Ureater New Yorker.

To tub Editor op Tim Sun Sir: Tho
letter "a" has many different sounds, as
In black, far, fate, accuse, preface, what.
fall, final, father, and ak. Amerlcnna as
a rule aro agreed upon tno aounu oi an
but the last "a" ns In "ask." Outside of
New England (which has Its own pecul-
iarities of speech), tho "a" In "ask" Is
usually pronounced exactly the same as
"a" in "black," "at," "man," "bad," Ac.
Probably nineteen out of twenty people
In Oreater New York glvs the "a" in
"ask" this fiat sound.

In dreater New York, as well as ln
many other parts of the country, there
nro seven words that are notoriously
mispronounced: "aunt," "bath," "calf,"
"can't" (cannot), "France," "hair nnd
"laugh," In the restaurants one Invaria-
bly henrs u certain popular dish spoken
of sa "caw's liver and bacon" the "a"
in "calf nnd In the other six words
being pronounced exactly the same as
"a" In "black,' "bad," "man," Vc. The
correct pronunciation Is, however, exactly
the same as "a" In "father," "calm,"
"large," &c.

The rank and file of people In Greater
New York have absolutely no Idea of the
sound of "a" In that large clnas of words
thnt Includes "ask," "chance." "last,"
"class." "after," c. As already stated,
they pronounce the "a" In these words
exactly the aume as "a" In "black," "bad,"
"sad," Ac.

Now, the "a" In "ask" Is pronounced
much more like "a" In "father." The
position of the throat nnd lips Is exactly
tho same In both cases; but tho "a" In
"ask" Is a little shorter (not flatter).
It Is very similar to "a" In "sofa,"'
"comma," or "final."

The "a" In three words commonly
used "bath," "France," "c.'.n't'' (cannot)

may be pronounced broadly, like "a"
In "father," or n little more shortly, tike
"a" lu "ask" : but there la no authority
whatever for giving this "a" the' flat
sound, as "a" In "black," "can," "sad," Ac.

Three words may be used to Illustrate
the differences In the sound of "a":
"anteroom," "ant" and "aunt." In
Greater New York probably nineteen out
of twenty people pronounce the "a" In
these three words exactly alike, giving
It the sound of "a" In "man," "can,"
"ran," c. They are correct so far sa
the "a" In "anteroom" Is concerned : but
the "n" In "ant" Is the broad "a," as In
"ask," while the "a" in "aunt" haa the
long, brond sound of "a" In "father,"
"farm, "calm, 4c.

The words "cant" and "can't" may
also be used to Illustrate the differences
In the sound of "n." In the word "cant,"
meaning hypocrisy, the "a" has the sound
of "a" In "can." "man," Ac. : but In the
word "can't," the "a" has the broader
sound as In "ask," or ns In "father." as
one may choose: there being good au-
thority for lith. The great majority of
New Yorkers pronounce "cant" and "can't"
exactly nllke.

Following Is a partial list of words
commonly used, In which "a" has the
sound of "a" In "ask" almost Ilka "a"
In "sofa," "final," "monarch," Ac. but
not nt all like "a" In "at," "man," "can,"
"hand," "bad." "black," Ac:
