That tt has Huece-de- l In remaining In
power In spite of the Calllaux, Itocliette
and other scandals, that Its opponents
have not been able to turn it out,
they maintain that its flnunclal polio has
been Incoherent and disastrous, Is un irre-
futable proof of feebleness of thosu
opponents.

In the large cities the flovernrncnt can
