This Government would have
preferred a peaceful surrender and
elimination of lluertu, but failing in
thla, officials here undoubtedly prefer
to see the Constitutionalists finish the
Job oa quickly as possible.

It la this situation that led y

to disquieting reports of dissatisfaction
on tho part of the mediators. Having
halted all hostilities between tho United
States and Huerta they find Huerta cut
off from all supplies of revenue and
ammunition through Vera Cruz, while
the Constitutionalists art left to push
their campaign with renewed vigor.

Quiet on West Const Railway
Connections Have Hcen

Restored.

Wasiiinoton, May 4 The State De-

partment learned y from the llrazlllan
Minister nt Mexico city, Kenor Cardoso,
that 600 American refugees have gathered
at Mexico city and that preparations are
being made for transporting them to Vera
Crux or to Puerto Mexico.

The Department estimates that there
are about 200 Americans In tho Mexican
capital besides this number, most of whom
are reported to hive signified to the
llrailltan Minister Intentions to remain
even If war Is declared.

A brief despatch from Admiral Howard
on tho west coast nf Mexico received nt
the Navy Department y made no
mention of tho disturbance nnd mistreat-
ment of Americans nt Mnnzanllto, reported
to the State Department last night. The
Navy Department believe that order Is
being maintained along the west coast.

Sccretnry Hrynn announced this after-
noon that railway connections hsd been
restored between Matamoros and Mon-
terey and that lines are being repaired
with a view to establishing train services
between Monterey, Tamplco, Torreon,
Durango and Chihuahua.

Americans Not Harassed,
Tho day's announcements of the State

Department follow:
"The llrazlllan Minister In Mexico city

has advised the Department of State that
Americans there are In no way harassed
by the Government and that In the few
cases where arrests have been made re-
lease has been secured upon representa-
tions by Senor Cardoso.

"He adds that they are In no danger,
but he haa advised them to remain In
closed quarters and to avoid public meet-
ings until there are a sufficient number
desirous of leaving to warrant sending
out a train of several sections. Ileports
that there are 1,600 awaiting transport
are said to be without foundation.

'On the morning of the 3d 160 Ameri
cans arrived from Ouanajuato, all of
whom expressed to Minister Cardoso their
appreciation of the kind manner in which
they had been treated and protocted by
Gov. Cuellar.

'Consul Canada reports that at a meet
ing of Consuls at the French consulate In
Vera Crus arrangements have been com-
pleted for the sending of a messenger to
Mexico city each week with despatches.

"Consul Slmplch forwards Information
received from San Diego that all Ameri-
cans have left Guadalajara and vicinity.
The management of the Southern Pacific
Railroad has been turned over to the Mex
ican Government's railway Inspector,
Senor I'anl, until matters are adjusted.

Trying to Restore Order.
'From Monterey the State Department

Is In receipt of advices Indicating every
effort la being made by Gens. Gonsalex
and VllUreul for the maintenance of good
order. The American Consul there olio
reports that a dally tratn service has been
reestablished between Monterey and Mata-
moros : other lines are betas repaired and
connections being opennd with Tamplco,
Laredo, Eagle Pass, Torreon, Durango,
Chihuahua and other cities of northnrn
Mexico. There Is as yet no communica-
tion to the south.
