"I thought the audience received this

Mayor's remarks with the greatest
courtesy," said Mrs. ' tllatch, after hear-
ing that the Mayor had said that alt
movements advanced by some sacrlflco
and that suffrage was. advancing by the
sacrifice of women's courtesy.

"The Mayor must not call all tn

to account for what I have said,"
ah continued. "I am only one suffragist
and I do not in the least mind being
hated. I had It In mind to say a great
deal more, but 1 restrained myself out
of courtesy, not to the Mayor, but to
his wonderful Commissioner of Correc-
tion, who was on tho platform.

The audience gave the Mayor a re-

markable welcome. They stood up to
greet him. There was not ho much ap
plause at the end of course, but there
was some.

"When any one has made such an egre-
gious blunder as the Mayor's It Is. a little
cruel to refer to It. Itut If the Mayor
thinks a carefut examination of his ppeech
will not show anything against suffrage
he ought to reread It.

"If we had been a body of voting men,
meeting to boom some fad of which he
didn't approve, he would have welcomed ua
and let It go at that. He wouldn't have
felt called upon to express his personal
views.

"He Is very wine when he says, 'Don't
aak me to analyse the brain workings of
tha women.' The vast majority of men are
so accustomed tu Insulting women that
they don't know when they do It.
