Persons familiar with the President's
vlewa expect to see him propose the Joint
policing of Mexico by United States and
Constitutionalist forcts If ha receives any
encouragement from Carranza.

The fear expressed here Is that Car-
rania with his pronounced views against
an American invasion of Mexico will bo
Inclined to resent any suggestion of this
character. It la certain, though, that
President Wilson, If tho Constitutionalists
aro successful, will not bo satisfied with
any solution of tho difficulty that falls
to establish Jaw and order throughout
the rcpubltc and falls short of relieving,
tho United States of the harassing con.
dlttons that havo existed for the last two
or three years.

It Is understood that this Government
is particularly desirous of extending tho
mediation proceedings until the Constitu-
tionalists have gained the ascendancy In
Mexico Tho President will then I

havo an avenue through which he might
readily approach Carranza with sugges-
tions oa to the cooperation of the United
States In pacifying the entire republic.

Rebels at Outskirts of City
Aftec Four Days

Battle.

WASHINGTON, May n.-Pur--

to instructions, Rer Admiral
Mayo has begun periodic bulletins re-
garding the fighting around Tampico.
At litis to-ni- the Navy Depart-me- nt

made public the following state-
ment:

"While no definite information as to
the progress of the attack on Tampico
has yet been obtained. Rear Admiral

I Mayo reports that heavy artillery and
rifle Are has been going on all day and
still continued at 9:20 The
German and Dutch cruisers which
were in the Panuco River have moved
down."

Tampico. May 10 (via Galveston.
May 121. After n four day artillery
duel which has lioen almost uninter-
rupted tho Constitutionalists, under
Gen. ' Pnbld Gonzales, havo pressed
closer on Tampico than they have been
.before.

ReenforcementH came, to both slUes
after the rebel check on I'rlday, but the
attacking force seemed to have the ad-

vantage In tho matter of llp iiiim.

Since yesterday morning their cannon
have been Hounding clearer to the war-
ships In the outer harlsir and their
shells are bursting almost regularly In
the outskirts of the city Itself.

Only meagre resrls come out to the
ships, and these only from Federal
sources but they tell that the rebel
irons have made a breach In the Fed-era- !

fortifications slv tulles outside the
city limits, nmnliu south from the
Panuco It her.

Ah n framework to the artillery pic-

ture Is a long crescent of heavy black
smoke on the horizon which, the Fed-
erals say. Is caiiMsl by burning oil
tanks nnd wells set In flames by the
rebels. The entire country, they say,
has been devastated to the north, wet
and southwest by the attacking col-

umns nnd many of the Inhabitants have
leen murdered. It Is n war to the
end, It Is ndibsl, and no neutrals ure
rcwgnlzed on either side.

From the same unofficial sources
conies the rejsirt that the ten Ameri-
cans mnrismed forty miles to the west
of Tampico up the Panuco Itlver have
been killed. Admiral Mayo has re-

ceived this reisirt, but as the launches
which went up the river on Tiieday
found no trace of the Amercans at the
place mentioned It Is not generally
credited.

II I r- Rattle r.sprrleil.
Military observers believe the big

battle will take place on Tuesday or
Wednesday. If the rebels are not
checked lu tho meantime Uicy will be
near enough then to make a general
charge. Gen. Ignnclo Morelos Zaragoza,
the Federal commander, announces that
he Is well prepared and Is confident
that the enemy will Ik driven back.

All Mexicans who come out to the
ships reirl that the bxs of life has
been heavy on both sides. They say
that the rebel lire Is very accurate and
deadly, hut each time 11 breach has been
made In the formications sand bags
have been thrown In hastily ami fresh
tnsips have come forward to defend
them. Contrary to the .Mexican cus-

tom, the nightfall docs not mean, the
temiHirary cessation of hostilities, for
all through the dark hours the Isxmi
of cannon comes out to the ships.

So far ns Admiral Mayo knows only
twenty Americans are now In the city
of Tampico and thee have doggedly re-

fused to leave. Not only the I'nlted
States hut the Mrltlsh, German and
French consuls have offered them safe
,assage to the ships and a haven of

refuge with u trip north, but they pre-

fer to remain with their isissesslons.
There Is no doubt that Admiral Mayo

and the coiiiinanilers of the foreign war-bl-

will do anything to reM-ii- any
foreigners who may be ashore tmw.
Any attempt to get Into conimmil. virion

with them by small boats is very haz-

ardous, liecnu.' the rler Is strongly
mined.

Federals' Position Critical.
If the Federals lose al Tampico their

Hltuatlou will lie most critical. The
advance of the rebels Is a semicircle

. which ends' to the east of the National
I Hallway, going south toward the capi
tal. They havo cut the line, and this
leaves the only avenue of osens al-

most due south nnd leads over n desert
100 miles long or more. There Is
hardly a water hole lu that arid. andy
waste and not a blade of grass for
forage.

One way out Is to war,; Pachuca,
nloug the railroad Hue, nnd Hie other
Is toward Tuxpnn, which Is reported
to have capitulated to the rebels. It Is
out of the question for the Federals to
flee to the northwest, toward Saltlllo,
for that city must fall Itself when
Tampico. Its only source of supply, goes.
That Journey would mea a fight every
Inch of the way. San I.uN Poto-il- . to
the wet, over the mountain. Is nlso
out of the question, for the rebel Gen-

eral Torres "has been rejsirtod between
that city and Tampico. The only way
out Is by, water, and there are not
enough ships to save many.

ment store tlure.
Miss Dutcher, who Is the daughter of

George G. Dutcher, a lawyer. Is a Vussar
graduate and lives nt .U Plerrepont street,
Hrooklyn. She testified before the Senate
committee Investigating factory legisla-

tion lu 1912 and was a candidate for
Alderman on the Socialist ticket In 1911.

The police version of the trouble Is that
Miss Dutcher and Douglas drove up to
the emplojcvs' entrance to the store In an
automobile Just biforo t! o'clock. With
them were Miss HUdegaarde Kneeland,
Mrs. Frank Cithern, Mrs. Herbert N.
Warbasse, wife of a lawyer, of 386 Wash-
ington avenue, Hrooklyn; Mrs. Jamea P.
Warb.is.e, the wife of a memlKT of the
Municipal Civil Service Commission, of
3M Washington avenue, Hrooklyn, and
Miss Sarah Parks.

When the machine stopped Douglas, ay
the police, got up and began to speak to
the girls coming out of tho store. The
street became Jammed In a mommt.
Sergt. Smyth sa ho iuske.1 the party to
mnr and Miss Dutcher, who was on the
sidewalk, showed a permit from Police
Commissioner Woods to hold street meet-
ings.

Smyth held that th permit did not give
them permission to block traltlc and got
two other lHjIlcemin to help him make a
lane on the sidewalk between tho auto-
mobile and the building. In doing so, he
says, he shoved against Mls Dutcher, who
told him to be wireful. After an argu-
ment he arrested her. Then Douglas
Jumped down and pushed Smyth nnd was
arrested also.

"The anti-tru- st laws on the statute,
books at this timo havo been carefully
ronslibred by the Supremo Court and
Judicially Interpreted through a period of
twenty-fou- r years, ami If properly en-

forced are Ix.lleved by us to strip cor-

porations and trusts of any power to In-

jure or oppress.
"No possible good can come from con-

stant Intcrferencu with business. It Is
our belief that business should have a
rest from further legislation and bo glen
an opportunity to adjust Itself to tho en-

vironment created by existing anti-tru-

laws as the same have been Interpreted
and are now- - being ndmlnlstered.

"The proposed legislation contains
many new phrases nnd ses up new stand-
ards, all of which would require a period
of years for Interpretation by the courts
l fore their full meaning may b dell-nlte-

known by thu business world. It
Is very undesirable to bring about such
a period of uncertainty and doubt to
worry and harass the busliu-c- s of the
country."
