More than 300 bodies recovered from the
Bt Lawrence have been brought here for
shipment to Quebec. The Lady Evelyn |
left Rimouski this morning with nearly
300 bodles, and the crulser Essex, which
Is anchored off Father Point, 18 ready
to steam up the river as soon as sho
receives her burden of corpses.

The first measure taken this morning |
waus the appointment of a corpe of special |
constables to patrol the beach for fAfty |
miles to the eastward. A strong south
wind Is blowing and It I8 lkely that as
the river glvea up the dead they will
be floated further out, thus delaying the !
work of recovery, It Is expected, how-
ever, that many bodies will be found
to-night and to-morrow.
