MonTREAL, May 81.—Capt Ove Lange,

“The engines of the Storsdad weres at
onece reversed at full spesd and her head-

“As the vessels came together the Stors-
dad's englnes were ordered ahead for the
purpose of holding her bow against the
side of the Empreas and thus preventing
the entrance of water into the vessel. The
headway of the Empress, howaver, swung
the Storsdad around In sy=h a way as to
twift the Storsdad’s bow out of the hole
and to bend the bow itself over to port.

INVESTIGATION STARTS TO-DAY.

Wreck Commiasioner's Inguiry Pre-
cedes That of Government.

OTTawa, Ont, May 81.—Prompt steps
are belng taken by the Canadian Qov-
ernment to Investigute thoroughly the
sinking of the Empress of Treland in
order to place the blame for the disaster
and to devise all possible additional safe-
guard against danger to ships and lives
In the Bt. Lawrencee A royal commis-
wfon will be appointed at once to carry
on the Investigation and to recommend
new traffic regulations.

The commission probably will consist
of two Judges of the Admiralty Court
of Canada and a representative of the
British Board of Trade. George Vaux
has already besn named to represent
this board at the suggestion of the Im-
perial authorities. Mr. Vaux has sailed
for Canada and {8 expected In Montreal
June 8,

The Investigation will not he confined
to the recent disaster but will cover a
series of aocidents on the St. Lawrence
route, It is believed by the Government
that while many of thoss acclidents may
in A measure have been due te insufficlent
safeguards, personal negligence has en-
tered In to a large degree

Pending the Investigation by the eom-
mission Capt. Lindsay, the Dominlon
wreck commissioner, will begin a pre-
liminary inquiry in Montreal to-morrow.
He will take evidence under oath fromm
as many of the surviving passengers and
crew of the Empreas of Ireland as pos-
sible before they scatter,

The crew of the Storsdad will ba ek-

. amined closely as to what occurred on |
| board both before and after the oollision. |
| This evidence will be avallable for the |

main commission afterward.

Querec, May 31.—E. W. Beatty, gen-
eral counsel of the Canadian Pacific, ar-
rived here to-day and directed the taking
of statements from members of the crew
of the Empress and passengers. He had

stenographers busy at the Chafteau Fron- |
tenac and on board the steamahip Al-
satian. Mr. Heatty declined to make a
statemen’ before leaving for Montreal.

VIOLATED SEA RULES

Navigators Mere Are Tnelined
to Blame Collier for
Disaster.

Navigatoras hsreabout ars inclined te
believe that Capt. Anderson of the ool-
ller Btorsdad was not procesding In the
fox acooming to the International rules
for safety In thick weather at sea. They
do not want to axpress critictsm of him,
however, until they hear what he has &
#ay about his manmuvring.

The blast that he gave on his whistle
Indicatad marely that he was in fog. The
rule on the subject says that a steam
vessel under way, exoept when towhng
other vessels or being towed, shall sound
a pralonged blast on the whistle or siren

| at intervals of not more than one mintute.

The signals used by ths ocommander of
the Empress of Irsland, If heard by the
Storadaa’s akipper, must have heen under-
stood by him.

The thres short blasts of Capt K
1l whietls meant, pocording tc the
vterratonal eods, that the Empress was
golng full speed astarn, and the nataral
expectation of Capt Kendall was to hear
similar signals from the ocolllar. He heard
the prolonged blast, Iindlcating that the
Htorstad waa under way and procesding
on her ocoursa.

When the Empress's engines wers
stopped the two long blasts of her whistle
told Capt. Anderson of tha Storstad, if he
hoard them, exactly what the big liner
had done. HSo Capt. Kendall must have
wondered why he agaln got the prolonged
blast from the colller.

The rule says that steamships shall go
s a “moderate wpesd” In fog and shall
make avery effort to find the position of
the ship nearing her and blowing her
whistle, and that she shall navigate with
eaution, stopping her engines, 1f neoces-
sary, until danger of colllsion is over.

Transatlantio commanders frequantly
have suggesied a code of signals by
whistles tnat would indieate the relative
positions of ships In thick weather, but
none ever has been adopted by any line.
