Few
professional buyers (tot any of the Pear-sail

lots. Tho buying was chtcrly In tho
hands of small Investors school teachers,
city employees, store Iteepurs and those
with small bank accounts.

TllddlnK wns slow and tedious and the
sale dragged alonir. Progress and prices
wre much better yesterday than on Sat-
urday. IleglnnltiK ut 12:41, Mr. Day
sold 181 lots up to 7:30. Ho received
1224,225 for them, which Is nn average of
about 11.240. The average ut Hutur- -

ilay's sale wan I80G. At that sale 239
lots were sold for 1192,000, which was1
11 surprlso to muny expert appraisers, wlu
figured the lots would brlnic much more.
The absence uf professional buying may
account for this, as there Is nothing that
sends prices nlonit better than a coterie
of operators bidding for property. This
w.is lacking both yesterday and Haturday,
Many professional buyers were on hand
both days, and though they thought prices
wero below thoso obtained for similar
located property In that section a year
ngo they permitted the buying to be In
the hands of those who wero probably
taking their first flyer In-.- tho realty
field.

Saturday's sale dragged along and at
9:30 o'clock adjournment was called af-
ter 239 lots had been sold to almout us
many buyers for 3192,000. Th sale yes-
terday was held In thn Veaey street
salesrooms. About 1,600 perxoni were on
