“Boys are taller than girls from 8 to 11
years of age; then the girle become taller

“The per cent. of Increase In helght
Increments over the Initlal helghts Is so
comparatively uniform in many cases that
the growth curves may enable us to anticl-
pate how tall a child of normal growth
should be at any subsequent age within
the Interim, p-oviding his relation to a
glven medlan or norm be known."
