I do not Insinuate against their
honesty or ability, but I do not think
Cincinnati should have to stand for them
all the time. A change would certainly
be welcome and I am going to ask for It."

Herzog will havo u ctuuico to voice his
grievances Gov. Tencr is
coming to town for a meeting of the board
of directors of the National League. Tho
president decided upon tho meeting when
he learned that the Western members of
the board Ivould be in town for the week-
end. August ermann Is coming for
tho big series of his Cincinnati club at
the I'olo Orounds. Hartley Dreyfuss Is
anxious to And from personal observation
what alls the Pirates.

There appears little of groat moment
for the directors' consideration outside
the petty squabbles that have arisen over
umpire grievances. Tho National Leugue
has always been pestered with these an-
noyances, but this appears an exception-
ally troublesome Bcason. There Is not a
manager In tho circuit who lias failed
to register a few kicks against tome ot
the ofllctals. President James E. Caffney
and Manager Oeorgo T. Stalllngs of Bos-
ton have gone so fnr as to prefer charges
of unfairness against Charles lligler.
This latter ciso is a matter for the board
of directors.

Unfortunately President Tener Is not
free this season to devote his attention to
baseball matters. A great deal of the
most unpleasant work falls upon the
capable shoulders of Secretary John A.
Hcydler. The secretary, however, Is not
vested with the power to treat directly
with tho malcontents. The result of this
has been to. aggravate the general un-
pleasantness.
