PAR,\DB!AI’PLAITGE FOR DR. FINLEY

Mitehel Urges Broad Gauge
‘Man as His Successor—
The Prize Winners.

Mayor John Purroy Mitchel and Gov.
Martin H. Glynn were the chlef speakers
at the sixty-seventh commencement of the

College of the City of New York yester

day. Tha degree of bachelor of arts was

confarred on forty-one men and thirty-two
received diplomas as bachelors of sclence,

The Mayor, who spoke ahead of
schedule, confined himsalf chiefly to pralse
of ex-Preaident John H. Finley and ox-
pressions of his hope that City College
will chooss as able a man for its new
preaident. Dr. Finley, now Htute Com-
missioner of Education, came late and
slipped up to a seat on the platform In
Great Hall without eap and gown. The
two thousand In the hall clapped hard at
the =ight of him.

Mayor Mitchel sald he thought that
was a Mayor's duty to participate in City
College's commencement, since the college
Is “tho concrete expression on Lhe part
of the city of the American (deal of edu-
cation.” That ideal, sald the Mayor, Is to
afford the broadest opportunity to all
young men in the community to rise
through cducation te thé highest places
In eommunity life He went on

“Most men who go through college owe
their sducation in large measura to the
beneficence of rich men who endow the
private [natitutlons, but the graduantes of
this college owe their education to the tax-
payers of the city and consequently they
carry with them [nto the community a
ruty of participating actively In Its public
ife'

The Mayor said that of public ques-
tions now before the city one aof the
Kreatest im the problem of developing our
eystem und method of education. Ha
was glad to hear that recently the trustees
of City College had made It possible for
clty employees to enter the day and eve.
ning classes, In closing he mald:

“This college 18 about to choose a new
president. That man—weall, it wbuld be
dificult to duplicate Tresident Finley,
but at least the trustees should alm
that that man should not fall below the
standard set by President Finley. He
should be broad enough to understand
the community life; he should be an
educator, but progressive snough to real.
ise that sducation in this city must be
Intimately assoclated with tha com-
munity life.”

Gov, Glynn told the graduates that
they ought to make something of them-
selves if only, they will work, work, work.
“The trouble with most young college men
8 that they want to fly before they can
creep,” he commented. ‘“They want to be
$10,000 men at the outset.”
