Rockefeller, Jr., Is at his Senl Harbor es-

tate and word came from there that he re-

fused to discuss the bomb affair or to
tell nny of his plans. Only one watchman
has been seen at his home recently, al-
though a week ago ho had twelve patrol-
ling the grounds.

While the police profess to be absolutely
In the nlr ns regards the explosion nnd
refuso to give nny explanation of what
details they have of It, they wero cer-
tain of one thing: that Is thnt every per-
son of anarchistic proclivities will be
watched from now nn and that a most
searching Investigation will he made tp
see If Cnron's plan wns pHrt of ii general
scheme to burst Into violence ngalnst the
Rockefellers nnd the "capitalistic classes"
generally, ns they nre termed by the rndl-cal- s.

It Is understood thnt Herkmnn has been
under surveillance for a long tlmo nnd
others will now bo subjected to the snmo
scrutiny. Headquarters of nnarchlsts will
be examined and so will their homes. If
there In n plot to use bombs against
wealthy men the police are dotormlned to
dofeat It and to nrrest nil concerned In It,

Inspector of Combustibles Kngan was
still of tho opinion thnt the explosive
which wrecked the building nnd killed
tho threo men nnd the woman was dyna-
mite and that a big quantity of It was
stored In the Hat. Miss Herger told them

Another explanation of the explosion
tluit some of the anarchists offered wim
that small boys live In th flathouse
had stolen dynamite, from the suhwnv
builders and had stored It for a for-
bidden Fourth of July celebration, and
that It had been set off in some

way. The police laughed nt
this too nnd said that a thorough Inves-
tigation of the building by Kagan nnd
other experts hid confirmed the belief
that Caron ond the others were working
with dynamite or perhaps nitroglycerin
or some other powerful explosive.

The theory most generally accepted
was that the three men had finished a
bomb nnd were putting In the timing
device, so as to have It ready for uso
at a moment's notice In Tarrytown or
elsewhere, nnd that the Inexperience of
the workers In such matters meant their
death.

erted nt the source of Its explosion, nnd
the deaths of three men who were In one
flat nnd of a woman In nn ndjnlnlng one
was proof enough for the experts that the
bomb was In Hat No. 3, The subway
workmen reported that no dynamite had
been stolen from them.

Joseph J. Ettor, ono of the spokesmen
for tho Haywood organization, also said
Cnron had never been a member nnd wns
no, associated Ih nny way ,wlth the I
w w.

"Tho I. W. W. does not npprove of
dynamiting or setting oft bombs," said
KTtor. "We have been nccused of violence,
but tho charges wero false. Cnron took
part In eevernl demonstrntlons In this city
and elsewhere, but he acted as an In-
dividual In somo and others were iot
I. W, W. .domoimtratlons nt all. 1 can
say for our members thnt tho police nro
on a wild gooso chase If they nre trying
to show thnt we were In a plot to blow
up the Rockefellers or to prepare bombs
to use against anybody,"

In splto of this attitude the police say
that the I. W. W. lenders are drawing
a rather fine line n discriminating ngalnst
Cnron. They declare that when nn ngl-tntl-

Is nn such ns thnt of the unem-
ployed Inst winter the organization Ih
glad enough to claim credit, but thnt
when thero Is trouble the Individuals who
aren't actually members have to shift
for themselves. Caron wns seen fre-
quently during the winter In company
with Wild Joo O'Carroll nnd others who
wero directed by Illll Hnywoood, and
sometimes even with Rig Rill himself.

However, the ponce ndmlt that the I.
w, . is probably right nnd thnt Caron.
In his bomb making, had formed a sort of
Inner organisation of radicals, all his own,
small and compact, to have the glory
all to themselves.

Carnegie educational boards, Bishop Can-
dler of the Southern Methodist Church
said to-d- that It was time for the
people to be aroused to the danger of
these Institutions.

'The republic s threatened by a pow-
erful combination to create nnd control
n chain of colleges In no wise responsible
to the people, through tho control of
either tho authority of a. State or a
church. Tho apologists nnd defenders
of the scheme delight to call these board
fed Institutions 'Independent nnd free.'
