The International Commission on the
Balkan Wars,

The responsibility for the barbani-
tles nnd atrocities of the last two wars
in the Balkans has bheen the subject of
a controversy that has been carrled on
with much bitterness by the combat-
ants ever since exhaustion demanded
the cessallion of actual warfare. That
the wars were aceompanied with much
savage brutallty seems to have been
admitted by the nations involved, but
at the same time each of them has con-
tended that it was gulltiess,

In proof of this there have been
many reports issued, but as they have
been individual or national efforts they
have been rejected, serving no other
purpose than to add to the heat of the
discussion.  There must, therefore, be
specinl Interest in the report that
bas just heen pubiished by the Inter-
vational Commission, which from Its
very purpose and formation has every
reason to be free from blas and pars
tiallty and to seek only to give forth
the true conditions

The striking thing in the report
that the conmnission found o deplor-
able a state of afMalrs. In some In
stances there had been exaggerations,
but in others the worst of the saffering
amd eruelty that had Inflicted
not upon the soldiers hut also
upon the non-combntants had not heen
told,  Nelther does the report hold en-
tirely blameless any one of the natlons.
The Servians, perbaps, arve the freest
from guilt, but even they are beld ae-
countable for eruelties in
and for their conduct of
aguinst the Bulgarians,

Much of the Investigation was ear-
ried on In Thrace and southern Mace.
donia, where the Greeks and Rulgars
had struegied for =apremacy in terrl-
tory that the combined had
wrested from the Turks.  The charges
brought against the Bualgars by the
Greeks are already familiar. At the
time they were made the Greeks had
every resource of publicity at thelr
dMpo=al, while DBulgarin was [solated
amd cut off from telegraphle communl
cation with the world.

Inthat way false reports of Bulgarian
cruelty were @nt out, “There none the
less remnins” says the report, “when
those travesties of fact are brashed
anlde, a heavy indictment which rests
upon Incontrovertible evidence.” Doxato
wis burned and a massacere carried out
there during and after a RBulgarian
attack, It I8 true that Serres was
burned ; that a large number of elvil-
juns, including the Bishop of Melnlk
and  Demi-Hissar, were slaughtered.
The commission, nfter considering the
evidence on both sides regarding these
ovents, finds that the Greek charges
are In each case substantially true,
but In no case do they state the
whole trath.” In the same manner all
the other charges were investigated
and in almost every case was there
found guilt on both sides. To recall
more of the Instances would be merely
to add horror to horror, but the great
satisfaction of the report is its appear-
ance of absolute impartiality., In it
are contained no  statements  upon
which all the members of the commis
sion did not agree.  In fact the report
seems ®o thoroughly impartinl that it
is difficult to see how, at the present at
least, It wlll prove satlsfactory to any
of the nations Involved,

The report does not take a hopeful
view of the situation. The great ques-
tion of nationanlism 18 stlll foremost,
and this confused tangle cannot he
stralghtened either by attempts to as-
similate at any price or hy new mi-
grations,  The treaty of DBucharest
needs to be revised, argues the commis-
sion,  This appears one of the first
steps  toward an  effectlve  mutual
gunrantee of religious and edueationn)
autonomy amd a way to amld
guiet in the Bulkans,
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The Perils of the Musleal Career,

years ago In Parls at the age of 60,

If 1 am not mistaken this degree Is
conferred In Oerman universities only
in recognition of dlstinguished achieve-
menta in scholarship, and the character
of German scholarship forbida the nas-
sumption that it is lghtly granted. In
American universities 1t 18 bestowed al-
most as A matter of course on any young
graduate who has prepared an Immature
thisis on some recondite subject, which
may have recelved the most perfunctory
consideration by the examiner and be as
valuable a oontribution to the sum of
human knowledge as “a shilling shocker,”
while evidencing Infinitely less intellec-
tunlity. And this i the sole justification
for & young man's obtruding on public
attention a cachet to which men of
transcendent abllity in the world of af-
faira, of the arta and of literature are
expeoted to defer; men who, however
great their talepts, enjoy no titular dis-
tinotion whatever, financiers, lawyers, en-
gineers, architects, editors, novelists, &c.

If the universities were to substitute
the term “master of philosophy” for “doc-
tor of philosophy” we should have an end
to the absurdity., But in any event, as I
stated in my first letter, such titles have
only & limited sphere of significance,
beyond which they have no proper clalm
to use or recognition.

From such showings people c¢an learn
much mora than from seelng the poor
caged lUve animals, who are so confined
in their movements that it almost hreaks
one's heart to watch them and observe

their longing for freedom and thelr
sufferings.

No wonder Gunda, the elephant, has
grown bad, But to chain him to the
floor with two of his feet, so that he
ean hardly take one step even, Is the
climax of cruelty; it ia inhuman, It is

atrocious.  And that is done in a so-called
“givilized” community.

Why does not the Society for the Dre-
vention of Cruelty to Amimala wake up
and do something? It I8 hardly possible
of belief that such things can ba done In
a city like New York and that no one
remonstrates.

FUTILE PROHIBITION,

How Can You I-‘.nrn‘rm in & State What
You Can't Enforce In a State Prison?

To Tue Epitor o THE Bun—8ir; You
have recently published many statements
concerning the trafic of whiskey and
drugs in Sing Sing and the local prisons
and penitentiaries.

And In yesterday's fssue of Tum SBun
you gave prominence to an account of &
petition for prohibition made by the con-
viots of a Penneylvania prison to the
members of the Legislature. The article
states that “it 8 certainly & wonderful
argument against the liguor trafoe”

How can any member of A State Leris-
nture or of Congress who advocates
sither State or national prohibition seri-
ously expect that 4t can be enforced
among the fres peopls In any State, or in
the United States, If It cannot be en-
forced among prisonera absolutely under
restraint behind supposedly Impregnable
prison walls?

For under a national prohibitory hlw,
according 1o Congressman lHobson, home
distiation will be permitted, and conse-
quently the eecret sale of whiskey will
follow. Moonshine stills now operated ot
a great rigk In competition with legiti-
mate distillerles, Just for the sake of sav-
Ing the revenue tax, will have the entire
fleld to themselves under prohibition.
Thelr output, however, will be Inferior
to that of the legitimate distilleries, for
the modern ddstilleries ellminate the fusel
oll and alcohol other than ethyl alcohol.
Hut this requires g largs plant not easily
hidden, as moonshine stills must be,

Omn the other hand prohibition will eom-
pletely stop the brewing of beer. Heer
such as our public has been accustomed
to cannot be brewed on a small scale,
To make a good, wholesome and palatable
articls requires the best technloal appll-
ances of the modern brewery,

In other words all the evils of Intem-
perance, far from being banished, will
be multplled when people can no longer
obtain the mildest farmented drinks con-
talning but 3 to 4 per cent. of aleohol,
Whiskey with 40 per cent. of aleohol and
more will be obtainable everywhere, but
of a very deleterious quality,

A WET AMENDMENT.

The United States Should Protect Its
Internal Revenue,

To THE EpiTor or Tue SuN—8ir: There
should be an amendment to the Constitu-
tion of the United States providing that
hereafter no State ghall pass any law
Interfering with the manufacture or sale
of malt, vinous or spirituous llquor, and
that upon the adoption of such an ameml-
ment all State laws existing that so in-
terfere are to ba null and vold.

Nquor laws is becoming A serious menace
to the existence of the Federal Govern-
ment, and 4f continued may cripple it by
depriving ¥ of {ts principal source of
revénue. The State of Kentucky alone
pava $45,000,000 of exclssa revenue an-
nually, and other States similar sums
If the Government 18 to be deprived of
its revenue, how can it get along? It
has been necessary to ralse money for
meeting the expenses of the general gov-
ernment from lts very start by exclse
dutles. It yields a sure and easlly col-
lected ravenue and one that is not felt as
a hardship by any one. Within a yvear
we may be in the midst of a serlous and
expenslve war and will need all the
money that can be ralsed. None can be
raised mso readily as by a tax on liquor,
1f, however, no liquor s made and sold,
how can a tax be ralsed from t?

It is time to call a halt upon further
passage of these i1l timed fanatical laws,
and the best remedy is an amendment to
the Constitution stopplng at once and
forever all such crippling of United
States revenue. ALTA,
