SONG HIT BARRED.

"Hip Vrtn Winkle" Not Alloneil In
the Keith Theatres.

In accordance with the policy of the
late 11. 1'. Keith, who always kept a
watchful eyn on the performances In his
variety theatres, H. K Albee, who sue.
ceeds him In the control of Iho Keith cir-
cuit, has forbidden nny performcrx to sing
"Who Paid the lient for Mrs. Illp Vnn
Wliiklc'" in any of the Keith theatres.

That does not mean only the Palace and
the big Hrooklyn and Hostnn theatres but
all the eighty-thre- e plnyliouics In the
Keith circuit. There has already been
warm approval of Mr. AlUeo's action.

"Mr. Albee," said Walter Klngsley. his
representative, yesterday, " felt that there
could b only bad effects fiom tho pres.
enco of such a song on the programme of
his theatres. The legend of Hip Van
Wlnklo is a beautiful piece of folklore
thnt has been Immortalized for Ameri-
cana by Washington Irving. To mako such a
themo the subject for a suggestive song
Is bound to havo Its Influence on children
eepeclally, who might hear the song nnd
then wonder what was meant by it and
thus bu led Into a knowledge of evil they
might not otherwise acquire.

"It wa these considerations that led
Mr. Albee to prohibit the song In any
Keith theatre. Then there was some

In the matter. The story of Hip
Van Winkle Is probably the most famous
ever written by one of this country's great
authors. It seems that there ought to bo
other subjects to insplro writers of such
songs than thiwa that lire hallowed by
tho Illustrious traditions of Hip Van
Winkle"

The song was Introduced here by Sam
Iternard, who sang It in the last net of
"The Hello of Hond Street" at the Slmbert
Theatre. Since that tlmo it has grown
popular and was widely ming by the.
vaudeville actors when Mr Albee
suuelched it.
