Henry VIII. or-
dered tho destruction of all Images and
pictures of the former throughout the
realm, but the seal by error was described
In official records as depleting Ht. I'eter
Instead of Ht. Thomas and thus It escaped
destruction.

DUNCAN DANCE SCHOOL BURNS.

Mme. Duncan, who Is In poor health,
was In Paris at the time of the fire, and
her pupils had left for Kngland a few
days ago to remain during the summer.

FORBID MUNROE & GO.

TO SHOW THEIR BOOKS

Ruling of Pnris Courts Against
U. S. Customs in Do-In- n

Cnsp.

Sptciot Cablr Ttttpnttlt to Tub Sex
Paris, July 15. The French courts Is-

sued an order to-d- forbidding Munroe
& Co.. American hanker of Paris nnd
New York, to reveal the account or
checks which had been demanded by
United Stntes cutoma authorities In the
case of Miss Mary A. Dolan, a drcas-mak-

of Ilrookllne, Mais., who la charged
with having undervalued Importations of
dresses.

Tile court ruled that If the bank Is not
bound to professional secrecy, atrlctly and
legally speaking. It Is so bound by the na-
ture of Its telatlons with Its clients, and
that only public Interest could release It
from secrecy.

Such a release would be unutlfled In
the present case, the court holds, as the
object of tho demand to reveal the books
nnd papers wax to facilitate the Investiga-
tions of a foreign Ilcal administration,
which are In opposition to general pri-
vate French Interests and are likely to
Injure the national commerce by Involv-
ing transactions with strangers In In-

security and dangers.

Mlfs Dolan. for whom this experience
with the customs authorities Is not the
drat, was accused last year of making
fraudulent entries nnd at the trial Henry
Munrou was nked to product her accounts
with checks paid to firms with which she
did liuiliHss In France. When he declined
to do so on n plea of professional secrecy
he wns lined for contempt of court.

In December Inst Mr. Munroe petitioned
tho French courts to compel Miss Dolan
to let her account lie produced. The
French courts deny this petition. The
case has aroused much comment on the
methods of the United States authorities
to detect smugglers.

Itasputln has been transferred, The
Czarina and many women In court circles
nro said to have been members of a cult
which Hasputln headed. '

Guscva, the woman who stabbed the
mystic lay monk, Gregory Itasputln, as-

serted again to-d- her regret that she
had not killed him,

"I had long meditated killing Itasputln,"
she said through tho bars of her cell, "In
the hope of ending the nwful evil wrought
by him In Itustla through his Impostures.
He has shaken Christianity, sowed
temptation and blasphemously mocked the
most holy feelings of true believer. He
baa enjoyed absolute Immunity and openly
nnd without conclenco naa ruined tne
lives of young girls.

"Aa a slmplo Christian I could not en-

dure his nhuse of the Church, I went
to Yalta last yenr to kill him. but he was
so closely followed by aristocratic women
that I failed."

AND CHAMBERS ADJOURN

Prosidput Poinrnro Delnys Start,
on Russian Trip to Oct

after Journeying bark and forth between
the Senate and tho Chamber of DeputlcH
four times, wns finally adopted this eve-
ning and Parliament adjourned at S

o'clock.
The chief cause of the contention

the two houses wns the Income tnx
elause, enabling the Ministry of Finance
to collect back taxes If on the owner's
death fraudulent returns nro found lo
have been made on his estate. The Sen-at- e

refused to accept this clause and the
Chamber eventually abandoned It on the
understanding that It will he replaced
later.

President Poinrnro had iivended to
leave on his trip to Hussla at 11 :20
o'clock this morning, but postponed his
departure owing lo th delay In the vote
on the budget. He will leave for Dunkirk,
where a warship awaits him, nt midnight.

After meeting the' Czar the French
President will return the visit of the King
and Queen of Denmark, will meet tho
King of Sweden and upon touching the
Norwegian coast he will be greeted by the
King of Norway.

The trip, one of the longest ever under-
taken by a French President, will be mado
for the most part aboard a French bat-

LEBAUDY AGAIN IN COURTS.

Agree to Pny Triuisfer Duty,

Spe.-i- Cable Ptspatrh to Tlir Hrt
Pams, July ir. Jacques Lcbaudy, for-

merly "F.mperor of the Sahara," Is again
In tho courts. Tho courts appointed ex-

perts to plnce a valuation ' certain real
eetato which iAibaudy entrust! d to the
Carnegie Trust Company for administra-
tion rome time ago. Isidore Uunbert,
whom the Carnegie company appointed
to manage tho property, succeeded In sell-
ing It for 2,000,000 francs (J400,000). al-

though it was said to be worth 6,000,000
francs ($1,000,000).

The French Ttcasury Department took
up the question, and the purchasers with
whom dealt have agreed to pay
tho transfer duty nn 2,000,000 francs.

Iehnudy was much Incensed when tho
French pollre would not let him set up
his kingdom In tho Sahara, nnd an-
nounced that he would leave Franco tn
Its fate.
