Alienists in Convention As.-e-rt

Knii'rer Lies in Food, Drink
nnd Surroundings.

CmcAc.o. July 1C. Alienists and neu-
rologists In convention here
pissed sweeping resolutions recommend-
ing national nnd Stato legislation tn pre-e- nt

all causes leading to the growth of
insanity.

Setting forth that alcoholism, drugs,
dlse.ihe, unsanitary working conditions and
hereditary Influences. Including unfit Im-

migration, are major factors of physical
conditions accompanied by mental de-

rangement and deficiency, and thut all
are largely if not wholly controllable and
eradlcnble, the resolutions provide for the
regulation of the lhiuor tratllc. for the
ii filiation of the tratllc In habit producing
drugs, for the municipal control and treat-
ment of hereditary and contagious dis-
eases, for the establishment of special
municipal hospitals In which drug and
alcohol victims shall be treated, for the
general Inspection of labor conditions and
the abolishment of child labor.

It was rccommi nded that all agencies
of Instruction eoncentiate uKn developing
the mental, moral nnd physical parta of
the p.xiple.

The President, Congress, (lovernors nnd
l.i;lNlatureH of every State will rveclve
copies of the resolutions, with a request
that early nctlon be taken.

Dr William Healy of the pscnopathlc
laboratory of the Chicago Juvenile Court
told of the results of the study of 1,000
cases at the court. He said that there
Is little renson for the numerous state-
ments attributing criminal Instincts to
any definite cause, that all criminals are
not mertally defective and that the reakon
many physicians believed the nnios of
rlmlnals to be suhnonml mentally Is si

the bright criminals are not caught
so often.

"It almost invariably requires the effect
of environmental Influences to create a
criminal out of even a mental defective,"
Dr Htaly continued. "In a study of 1,000
cases It huh found that i5 per cent, bad
no mental defects whatever, 7 per cent.
were epileptic, In tlfty-thie- e cases rela-- I
t Ives were epileptic. 7 per cent, had
lenuencies in warn insanity anil 15 per
cent were feeble minded.

'immorality, quarrelling nnd poverty
broko up the families of fi7 per cent, of
the cases studied. In one-thir- d of the
cusew thore was some physical defect."

"In all Instances mental disease arn
duo to physical causes and should bo met
by physical measures," said Dr. Carl W.
Sawyer of Marlon, Ohio, In an address.
He said that In the study of 2,700 cases
he had found that a physical nllmnnt
was virtually alway the cause of ln- -
sanity. I'nychle causes are mere side- -
ronds. bo asserted.
