PLUCKING BOARD DOOMED
IS THE VIEW IN WASHINGTON

I Secretary Daniels Will Appoint Officers to Devise a
New Scheme to Insure Naval Promotions

Without Causing Injustice.

Wasiiinoton, July IS. Recent ease
of alleged ktoss Injustice on the part of

navy "plucking board" have brought
under heavy the awkward siyMem by
which American service creates forced
vacancies In It officers' grade In order
to make promotions possible and
continuous.
