Friends Plan Movie and Camera
Protest, but Marks Will
Stop That.

HE WILL GO TO FREEPORT

Family Resigned and Help Men
Take Furniture Out of Old
Apartment.

John Sylveatar Ryan will be removed
this afternson from his apartments atop
tha City Hall, whera he has been holding
forth deapite The protests of elty officials
&inca his dismissal as custodian  on
June 1,

Friends of his, incensed at what they
eall outrageoua treatment, have planned
to have a squad of moving pleturea men
and photographers present to witness his
exit, but Rorough President Marks, who
describes himeelf am “the goat” in the
eviction, will probably sea to It that all
spectacular features are eliminated, Mr,
Ryan sat up in bed eating his dinner last
night while the bare walls of the apart-

ment resounded to the scuffle of men who
were taking out tha furniture. A big
van backed up at the rear of the City

Hall shortly after dark and tha movers
hitched their tackle to a window on the
top floor, Mr. Ryan's famlly are resigned
to tha outcome of thelr fathe®s fight to
remain {n the bullding and weare halping.
Mra. Rlyan, who had a slight parclytic
stroke recently, gave her attention to the
veteran custodian.

Thers will be an automobile walting
when Mr. Ryan Is ecarried out on a
stretcher, While his physiciana tell him
that the gangrenous condition in his right
foot has been cured he is still unable to
stand and that is one of the things that
make him particularly bitter. He will
be taken to the home of his son Matthew,
at Freeport, 1. I, where he will remaln
while his new home on Riverside Drive
Is being settled.

Just as soon as he s gone tha joh of
turning his old apartment {nto a munici-
pal art room will ba begun. As a matter
of fact It has been started already. On
July 14 workmen broke into the place
and tore down several partitions. When
they broke into the bedroom where Mr.
Ryan lay he was carried into another
room, @l there he has remalned ever
Alnce,

At that tima Dorough I'resident Marks
lesued a statement im which he sald that
Ryan had agreed to get out on April 1
on condition that his leave Dhe extended
to June 1 and an allowance of 350 a
mont® bhe made for house rent.,  He sald
Mr. IWan had not stood by his agreement
and that he would accordingly be ousted
forcibly,

On the following day Mr. Marks called
In the reporters and told them he was
merely dolng his duty in ejecting the
former custodian and that he didn't like
his job at all.

“In view of the urgent solicitation made
to me by the Immediate members of Jani-
tor Ryan's family,” he sald, “"who fear
his health will be injured by his removal
at this time, [ have decided to grant one
more extension and permit him to remain
in his present quarters for another ten
day perlod,

“While many extenslons have Dbeen
granted to Mr. Ryan by me slnce January
8, when the Hoard of Estimate and Appor-
tionment directed that his guarters be
vacuted, It is understood by all that the
| contractors cannot delay their work of
renovation after this date, and that this
extension ig therefore final”

These ten days of grace are at an end
to-day and Mr. Ryan and his familly
reallize the futility of further resistance.
When he goes the City Hall will be with-
out n resldent custodian for ths first time
fin a hundred yearas. Mr, Ryvan thinks he
has proved the value of such residence.

WILL PROTECT MARRIED MEN.

Compensation Commission to Look
Into Discharges Following New Law

Tha State Workmen's Compensation
Commission voted vesterday to Investigate
two alleged abuses in the new law which
went into offect on July 1,

The firet complaint {8 that some employ-
ers huve threatened to discharge, or al-
ready have digcharged, married men with
familles, the risk under the act being
smaller with unmarried men. The com-
mission says it has been Informed that
thig actlon has been taken particularly in
thoge Industries that carry thelr own In-
surancs,

1n o statement tha commission save:

“As a matter of fact the cost of {nsur-
ance under the workmen's compensation
et I8 exactly the same to the employer
whether married or unmarrled men are
employed, and employers who have been
Lbgranted permission to carry thelr own (n-
surance are making a4 fundamental mis-
tuke when they diseriminate against mar-
ried men with families,

“This commission feels that upon legal,
practical and moral grounds 1t s war-
ranted in inslsting that Industry shall re-
spoct the family life of the citizens of this
state, and 1t intends to use all the power
legally vested in it to protect married
men, with or without famlilies, in their
right to work and to enjoy the protection
and benefits of the workmen's compensa-
tlonact.”

One of the proposed remedies is the rev-
ocation by the commission of permission
to these employers to carry thelr own in-
Burance

The commission sayva it aleo hears that
employers ecarrving thelr Insurance
aye requiring their employees and appli-
cants for employment to undergo & phys!-
cal examination and have discharged em-
ployees suffering from physical defects
Demand has been made upon the eommis-
slon that it withdraw from such employers
the privilege of carrying their own in-
surance.

The commission ealls attention to the
“fact that employers may Insure thelr
Hability in the SBtaute Insurance Fund and
that this fund ralses no question in regard
to the physical eondition of workmen pro-
tected by such Insurance. The commission
belleves that stock companies, mutual
associations and employers cavrying thelir
own Insurance should, in respect to this
matter, ohserve and pursue the course of
the State Insurance Fund and that work-
men should not be required to submit to
physieal examinations.

“It is the opinlon of this commisslon
that such action on the part of emplovers
{8 contrary to the spirit and tha purpose
of the law."

Mr., Morgan, as senior warden, “was an.
tively Interested In and familiar with all
sald activities, financial affairs and de
talls of expenditures and was accustomad
to contribute annually to the general funds

of the church and was familiar with the,

salaries pald to clergymen,”

The complaint says that *doubts and
disagreements have arisen” as to the
particular purpose for which such part of
the income as it may recelve can be ap-
pliad.  The plaintiff is In doubt as te
whether it holds the income unrestrictedly
for such corporate purposes as 1t choosea
to apply the money to, or whather tha in-
come la limited to “the support of the
ministry of tha church.”

If the latter construction is declded upon
by the courts the church will have a
constantly growing fund which it 18 unahle
to apend, while other branches of |[t8
activities could use the monay to advan-
tage,

EXPLORER MILLWARD BACK.

Brings Colombian Art and Other
Specimens for Museumas,

Russell Hastings Millward, American
youngest explorer, got back from olom-

bia, Bouth America, yesterday with u
sorta of collectiona for the Museum

Natural History, the Metropolitan Mu
seum, the Zoologleal Soclety and othe

archisological, ethnologieal and anthropo
loglewl organizations with which he I8
connected

He was found at the Hotel Ansonia in
a jumble of cases, boxes and trunks and
all tanned up after a tramp of 874 miles
through uncharted territory.

He Is most proud of acquiring the el
lection of wood carvings made by Padro
Sanchez and his two sisters of Bogoia,
Thesa carvings weare made from a wood
not yet eclassified, but which lends (tself
with surprising results to the infinite
patienca and strange artistry of those
who work In it

The figures are of natlva Colombians
the homesa in which the peasants live,
their domestic animals and their house
hold utensils, The largest of them ure
two inches in height, the smallest ara not
above a quarter of an inch and yet tha
foutlures of men, women and ohildran
are as clearly disclosed in the latter as
In the former. You can count the fingars
on a baby slung over the back of a
mother in the smallest specimen. Not s
detall I8 neglected, even to the curla of
the wool on the sheep or the broast feath.
