A rich, light soil, In
a shady, sheltered border Is the Ideal
spot. Mix the seed with sand before
scattering It, afterward firming the
surfaco with u board. As soon ns the
seedlings ran be hnndled transplant to
a moist and partly uhaded location.
Tho plants will thrive In nny soil that
Is not too poor To obtain good spe

to bloom lndoora during the win
ter sow the needs 'thinly in poU of light
soil, thinning out the plants nnd grow
ing them on steadily. Young plants
enn be potted up from the garden nnd
ransferred to the greenhouse.

LAYERING CARNATIONS.

In layering carnations e'.ect a.s many
strong shoots ns will give sufllelent
plants and with u sharp knife cut each
of theo through u Joint In the stem
as shown In the illustration, i titling
on:y half way through the stem. Ilend
!he upper portion of the cut stem care-
fully so as not to break It, so the cut
part will open ailllelently to come into
contact with .the joII. in which It should
lo burled and pegged down to hold It
securely In place. The cut should be
opened widely; the covering scl will
give best results If It conta.ns rand. !

Pots filled with .specially prepared soil
can be sunk In the ground nml the lay
ers pegged down In the pot. Tho soil
must be kept moist, and when the
rijota have formed the layer should be
k erinl from the old plnnt.

Now Is the time to layer carnation-?-

For drying, lavender should be cut
as soon ns two or three flowers are
open.

Herbaceous plants that are crowded
should hnvo their stems reduced, hete
and .there. Otherwise they become
lengthy nnd thn flowera poor.

Hed." First grade fruit must bo apples
of ono vnrlety, which nro well grown
specimens, hand picked, properly packed,

slmpe, free from dirt, disease, Insect nnd
I fungus Injury and other defects, except

Ruch ,1H orj necessarily caused In the
operation of packing. Tho lower grndos
may be a certnln spccllfe-- per cent, be
low the highest quality.

This law- - was passed for the purpose
of protecting consumers, hut It will
probably prove equnlly valuable to
growers and packers.

INJUSTICE AND DAMAGE TO OUR
SEEDSMEN CAUSED BY U. S.

GOVERNMENT.

The sum appropriated for the Con
gresslonal free --seed distribution of 1916
Is 1257,000, with nn additional sum of
$100,000 provided for tho distribution In
other ways of new nnd rnro sends.

Those engaged In the seed business
In this country cannot understand what
they claim .to be the persistent Injustice
oi me uovernment in distributing a
quarter of a million dollars worth of
socds, not seeds of new flowers or
vegetables, but old standard varieties
that have been grown In this country
for years from needs sold by our Ameri-
can oeedsraen.

There nre seedsmen In almost every
city and town of nny Importance In
America- - --seedsmen who supply goods
of standard quality nt only n fair
margin of prollt. Theuo dealers nro a
convenience nnd help to the growers.

The whole year's business In the Heed
trade Is practically alt done In bIkjuI
two months In tho spring, making It
necessary to crowd n whole year's work
UTto two months. Itents, salaries and
overhead expenses go on for tho whole
twelvo months. In other words there Is i

a constant expense for twelvo months
and only two or three months when the
Income Is sufllelent to show n prollt.
This In Itself makes the seed business
stifllclently dlfllcult to handle success
fully, without bnvlng our Oo eminent
scatter sveds broadcast without charge
to the customers of seedsmen Just at a
time when the seedsmen must do busi
ness or go to thn wall financially.

No clrcunitftiincci connected with tho
Government distribution of seeds In
recent years has attracted the atten
tion throughout tho Trilled State that
has resulted In the announcement of a
llrm of Kngllsh seed growers that they
nave need awarded contracts aggregat-
ing about forty-fou- r tons of seeds for
the next distribution. Tho general

"Tor many year your I'nclc Sam
has been spending huge sums of money
for teed- - which have been dumped
upon the public without method, reason
or sense, let nlone economy. The seeds
ure llred nt you whether you want them
or not, whether you can use them or
not. ii ml no efTort Is nindc to find what
kind j on wnjit or whether you want
nny at all. It has been n standing Joke
for n generation, nnd a costly one.

"Hut now we are learning' something
new. It would not le quite so bad If
your I'ncle Sam were spending all this
money nt home, that wnu'.d at least
make work for a lot of people nnd
would encourage a ery clinn. whole-
some nnd benotlcial Industry. Hut
I'ncle .Sam Is not only wasting seeds
by the ton but be Is buying them

(abroad lie buys forty-fou- r tons of
tiny Mower and vegetable seeds at one
wiliu'k from a slngln Hritlsh concern.
Me also buys from another Uncllsh firm.
wo learn, and from two In Prance and
me in Holland.

'And how about the American seeds
man: Why, your I'ncle Samuel not
inly falls to patronize htm but he

actually competes with him In the verv
worst possible way by buying seeds
ntiroad anil giving them away to the
American seednnan a customers

"It Is bud enough to Invade any In
dustry by giving nwav Its product: bti'
If the Gon eminent Is Imund to do this.
the least it can do Is to give Americans
a chance to produce the goods that arc
given uway. As to the manner In wnlcli
the seeds are given away, and the pro
priety of giving them away nt all. we
have nothing further to say. We nre too
tired

I'he following Is from the Albany. N
Y.. Journal',

Naturally curious to know why the
fiovernment of the Pnlted States fu
greatly favors foreign producers of
seeds, this newspaper addressed u letter
to Secretary Houston of tho Depart-
ment of Agriculture, quoting the esun-tia- l

facts from the ubuve article nnd
making this reqjest:

Will you kindly Inform us whether
It N necessary . favor foreign firms,
whether It Is Impossible to purchase
these seeds in tile I'll. ted Stntes, or
otherwise, why tlu purchases are made
abroad?"

"In reply to Hint communication nct- -
Ing Secretary Galloway says:

In placing Its orders the Department
always followed the policy of favor

ing American growers so far as Is win.
slstent with good business practice.
Many kinds of vegetables and flower
seeds nro produced almost exclusively
In Kurope, nnd where such seeds are
Involved our purchases nre made with
a view to serving the best Interests ol
the department.'

"'Will you kindly Inform us whether
seeds, that Is, the furlv-fou- r tons bought
from tho Ungllsh secdimen nnd the un
specified quantities purchased from
other Kuropean firms, could not bo pur-
chased In the l'nited Stntes Is omitted.

"Only the Information Is vouchsafed
that many kinds of such teeds aro pro-
duced almost exclusively In ICuropej
that Amcrlrnn growers aro favored so
far as Is consistent with gbod business
prnctlce, and that when soeds produced
almost exeluslvoly In Europe am In-

volved, purchases are mado with a view
to serving the best Interests of tho de-

partment.
"There might do difference of opinion

as to the quality Of tho good business
pructlco with whtch the favoring of
American produors Is consistent only
to a point beyond which 88,000 pounds
of weds and other quantities not made
publicly known thus far remain to' be
purchasod In foratgn countries. There
will bo thoso who will contend that the
purchase, of overy pound of seed In tho
United Btntcs would be the bost buslneis
practlco.

"That purchases aro inade when cer-

tain kinds of iseodn nro Involved with
a vlow to servtHK tho best Intcresto of
the Department Is vajruo Information.

"Tho acting eccrotnry could have an-

swered tho qucstlon."i dlroctly, plainly
and fully, with half the words that ho
used to irtvo a partly evasive reply.
Hut perhaps tho vlow la taken In Becro-tar- y

Houston's department that Uio

public Is not entitled to bo Informed
exnetly why foreign producer nre bo
largely favored when seeds aro bought
for free distribution In tha United
Ptatea."

We might also Include a
snmll third class, those men of faith and
vision vhn believe that through calcful,
painstaking work they can In certain
breeds combine show excellence and un-

usual business qualities In thtlr flocks.
The following remarks have to do w-- i

the fanciers, the breeders of show stock,
who subordinate everything clue to secur- -

lag perfection of exhibition characteris
tics. Tills class may l wen niviuen mm
two groups, according to their alms. The
first Includes those who breed nnd show-fin-e

fowls as n , a hobby, and
those who follow the work ns a business
and arc most Interested In the financial
returns

Hut whatever their object all fanciers
nre Interested In winning the prizes In
open competition, nnd under existing con-
ditions this cannot be accomplished with-
out ti thorough understanding of show-
room requirements, a knowledge of th
finer points of show specimens nnd the
careful grooming and training of tho
show string.

The truth of this statement Is demon-
strated nt hundreds of fairs each fall,
where professional exhibitors bring In
great strings of birds and clean up a
largo proportion of the prize money.
These nun "hucksters." as the bona tide
breeders call them know nil the tricks
of the trade, and though many of their
specimens nie no better, or are perhaps
Inferior o those shown by local poul- -

trvmen. thev win h because they
npply their technical knowledge of the
game.

Tt Is appnrent then that the nmbltinus
amateur exhibitor should early si bet his
promising specimens arid give them thu
best ndvnntages. to the end that 111' y
may do him credit when the Judge passis
upon them. It Is useless to expect much
of birds which are merely pickul up the
ilny before the show and exhibited Just ns
they grew up.

beginner the best opportunity lo make a
start aa an exhibitor and nnny of our
