Tho
Austrlnns made no attempt to land
troops, hut after destroying the town,
storehouses, wharves and military
stations and firing a few shots Into the
little villa of the Montenegrin Crown
Prince arross the harbor, sailed away,
leaving the Montenegrins and the
Italian capitalists to make the best
of the losses that had been Inflicted
upon them.

MlnMour of Kiteiiluln l.ulse.
Hauwicii Aug. 10, Sun Ivors of the

miser Aniphlon are telling thrilling
Moi les of the sinking of the German mine
lading ship Koenlgln l.ulse hii1 of the
subsequent destruction of their own
cruiser by a mine laid by their victim.

They hay they sighted the Koenlgln
l.ulse n few hours after leaving Harwich.
They flrrd a shot across their hows, but
Hlie refused to stop and the Amphlon gave
chase. The German ship fired one volley,
but four round shot from the British
ship sank her.

The captain of the Koenlgln l.ulse was
furious when th boat's crew from the
Amphlon took him and some of his sail-
ing captors. He had a revolver In his
hand nnd his men say that he had threat-
ened their llcs If they mado any move
to urr nder the ship, As he was being
taken aw 115 to tho military prison he
flung his bundle into tho English boat
with a gesture of angrj detlnnce. On
the contrary, his mun appeared to lie
unite contented and made friends with
their raptors,

After tho sinking of the Koenlgln l.ulse
tho Amphlon sighted another big ship,
and after a chase In which one shot
was fired, nrrii-v- her bows, the liner
stopped. Sho proved to be the Harwich
boat St. Petersburg, carrying the Ger-
man Ambassador, Prince Lichnownky, to
tho Hook of Holland

FRENCH CABINET

ADJUSTING TRADE

Minister of Labor Confers With
Labor and Commerce,

Loaders on Plans.

STORES WrLL BE REOPENED

T:ilcs of Oennan rmolUos Con-

tinue to He Circulated
in Paris.

, Paris, August 10,

Now that the work of starting tha
military campaign Is well advanced, the
French Cnblnet Is turning Its attention
to the tok of adjusting Industry, com-
merce and agriculture to th changed
conditions which the war lias brought.
A million workers have been taken from
Industry for the army, thirty-eigh- t millions
of the population remain at home and must
take care of themselves and the men at
the front.

M. Couyba, Minister of Labor, Is con-
ferring dally with labor leaders, em-
ployers of labor and heads of chambers
of commerce devising plans for tho restor-
ation of the country's, business to as
nearly a normal condition as Is possible.
Movements of freight are freer now that
the railways are being released from their
military uses and steps are being tnken
to open stores and to reorganize factories
which the mobilization order forced to
suspend.

Unemployed town Ubor Is to be sent to
the farms under plans formulated by the
Minister of Agriculture. Several thousand
Frenchmen and foreigners have declared
their willingness to go anywhere to help
to save the crops.

Mme. Michel, wife of (Jen. Michel,
military commander of Paris, has or-
ganized a maternity bureau for the aid
of the wives of soldiers. Several Ameri-
can women are taking part.
