KRONPRINZ WILHELM

STILL PUZZLE OF SEA

Mcctin? With British Warship
on Friday Deepens Wonder

About Liner.

Thero was considerable speculation In
shipping circles yesterday as to the where-
abouts of the North German Lloyd liner
Kronprlni Wllhelm, which slipped out of
her Hoboken berth on August 3 with only
her officers and crew, bound for Bremen.
Nothing has been heard of the fast liner
except through the lirltlsh cruiser Suf-
folk, which told In Halifax last Krlriay
ot chasing the liner while she was coal-
ing the Cerman cruiser Karlsruho early
that day. As far as Is known of the liner
she has not touched at any port.

The sailing of the Herman liner from
this port created a great deal of com-
ment. Her leaving time was kept secret
by the officials of the Hamburg-America- n

Line, who merely said eho would try to
reach Hremen, for which port she had
cleared. The vessel left Hoboken with
onlv her running lights up.

Tho 'Kronprlnz Wllhelm was the last
of the Herman liners to leave port. Bh.t
was reported to have headed directly
south, after clearing the bar, to avoid
lisotlle war vessels then supposed to bo
In the north Atlantic shipping lanes. It
was said that the Kronprlnz Wllhelm car.
rled about 6,000 tons of coal on board,
about a. 000 more than was necessary for
her ordinal y run of six days to Hremoti.
Some of the war guessers at the time
said s'.le might he going out to coal a
flerman cruiser off the roast.

The Suffolk's report of her. however,
told of her doing that ery thing when
the Hrltlsh war vtssel came upon her
suddenly and drove her and the Karlsruhe
off.

It was sld yesterday that the coal
Ihe Kronprlnz Wllhelm carried would last
her about ten days sailing. She has now
been out thlrt'cn tlas, and It Is be-

lieved In shipping circles that unless she
ha rt In somewhere her coal must b
at least very low, If not completely run
out. by this time.

Dean Johnson Outlines Vast
Commercial Changes

Caused by War.

'GREAT PltOFJTS HERE
WITH SOME LOSSES

j Agricultural Gains Largest.
Reorganization of In-

Joseph Trench Johnson, dean of the
New Vork University school of commerce
and accounts, believes that American
agriculture and the Industries which de-

pend largely on agriculture will bo beno-fltc-d

as the result of the European wnr.
but Ii of the opinion that many other
Industries will suffir. In it ti nrtlclo on
"War and American Tturlness," which be
has prepared for the Alcximder Hamilton
Institute, based, It Is said, on data iI

through an Invr-tlgatl- by thr
research drpartnunt of the Institute, he
gives the following summary of the prin-
cipal Items In the prollt nnd loss .fepnnt
of the American people:

Speaking of the opportunities of Amer-
ican bunkers In the situation which has
been presented by the war Dean Johnson
ays:

"New Tork Is y the financial cap!-t-

of the world.
"Up to the outbreak of the war the

currents of International trade flowed
through London, and the London bill of
exchange was the accepted standard of
payment the world over. Hut tho ter-
rible finger of war has been laid upon tho
Imposing financial structures of Europe,
and they hav shrivelled under Its touch.

"It Is likely that the bankers of South
America and the Orient will lncreas their
deposits In New Tork the only safe haven
for the moment nnd that the New York
bill of exchange will temporarily take the
ploce of the London bill. Wise and con-

certed action on the part of the bankers
of the United Btates and on the part of
tho national Government will enable the
New Tork bankers to meet all tho

of International commerce and to
maintain gold payments. The demands
of European nations for American gold
cannot safely b met; but the demand
of commerce outside the stricken territory
should bo met."

Vast Readjustments,
"New York bankers have no desire to

tako advantage of the difficulties of their
Hngllsh brethren, and In the long run It
Is to be hoped that London will regain
her financial strength and prestige. Yet
there Is likely to be a residue of perma-
nent gain for New York bankurs and for
American exporters. Enduring financial
and trade relations with mnny countries
now almost closed to American products
will be established.

"Kor the present, however, we nre con-
fronted by a closed market for securities,
with no definite prospect of Its being re-
opened. Hroadly speaking, only hand to
mouth financing Is possible. New proj-ict- s

therefore or any other capital ex-
penditures are out of the question. Con-
struction that has already been financed
may be carried on and there may be d

casus of new financing, but they
will he exceptional."

Dean Johnson says that If the war had
broken out In a period of expansion in-

stead of toward tho close of n period of
liquidation Its effects would have been
far wone.
Izlng our Industries, reducing losses to
a minimum and taking advantage of new
opportunities.

"The Industry that seems most likely
to prosper Is agriculture The battling
nations wilt demand wheat, flour, llvo
itodt, dretved meat and canned goods at
.tn prlc"."

"The general expectation In thnt Ihe
war will be short, but thcro Is no clear
cut line of reasoning that leads to that
conclusion. Assumlnc that the Ormsn
Umpire h well stock.d with provisions
nnd Is able to ralso Its own food supplies
for next year neninn protected frontiers
and assuming that Kngland and France
nre nhle to command the seas and bring In
foodstuffs from abroad, the war miy he
Indefinitely prolonged.

"Hnch man must annlyrr his own busi-
ness at once, make up his mind whether
he will garner licnerlts or suffer reverses
and lake steps to meet tho situation."
