Patriotic Fervor.

London, August 18.

Torvald Nystrom cables from Stock-
holm that patriotic fervor Is sweeping
Sweeles. uniting all parties Into a unit
which Is demanding neutrality In the
present crisis and favoring the exten-
sion of obligatory military service to
two years and Increased armaments In
nccordance with tho plans of the most
extreme militarists In the Riksdag.

Mobilization Is proceeding perfectly.
The people are calm and confident. The
Swedes nre determined to defend their
neutrality and Independence nt nny
sacrifice. Interest in politics, which
ordinarily Is limited, hns seized every-
body, nnd even women and children nre
taking part enserly In the discussions.

National feeling has not run so high
before In a hundred years. I saw two
market women nearly come to blows In
a dispute ns to whether Sweden ought
to take sides with the llusslans or with
the Germuns.

There Is grent stagnation of business.
Exports nnd Imports have virtually
ceased. es of food have risen, con-

siderably nnd credit on such goods Is I

not extended to anybody.
