Then
ho was stricken again and yesterday
morning It wns seen that his recovery was
doubtful He became unconscious late In
thn afternoon.

Mgr. Taylor was born on April 11,
18S3, In New York, nnd was ducated at
private schools. He wns ordained at
Niagara 1'nlverslty and his first charge
was the Church of the Sacred Heart,
Flfty-llr- st street and Tenth avenue.
Thirty years ago he undertook to estab-
lish a church at Seventy-firs- t street nnd
Hroadway. and Its first home was in a
stable, donated by former Mayor Have-meye- r.

Father Taylor's success In rais-
ing money soon enabled him to put up a
fair sized structure across the treet, on
the site of the present church. Later
this wns rebuilt.

Ho had one of the richest Catholic
congregations In the city, and twenty
vears neo. when a mortgage on the
church property wns troubling him, he
raised J88.O0O at one service, mo

Sunday he raised 125,000 more.
clearing off tlve mortgage.

The rectory on Seveniy-nra- t, next to
thn church, was a personal gift to Mgr.
Taylor from the congregation. Mgr. iay-lo- r

received his LL. D. from Vlllanova
College. Until 1911 ne was chaplain of
the Catholic Club.

A renpprainnl of the estate of David H.
Moffat, tho Denver banker and railroad
builder, who wns thought to havo left
an estate of $2j,000,000 when ho died on
March D, 1911. and who owned securities
In this State held ns collateral for loans
of jr.00.000, shows that Mr. Moffat died
Insolvent ns to his New York estate.

Mr. MoITat lost his fortune an the result
of trying to tlnnneo tho Denver, North-
western nnd Pacific, known as tho Moffat
road. Ho was founder nnd for many
years president of the First National Bank
of Denver. His stock holding In the bank
nlnno wns thought to be worth a fortune.
Papers tiled yesterday with tho transfer
tax report show that tho ntock of the
bank Is of no value. A report by three
npprnlsers, ono of whom was National
Bank Kxnmlner T, L. Kline, states that
the bank had n capital of $1,000,000. sur-
plus of $200,000 and undivided profits of
$SO0.O0O nnd that tho entire sum had been
moro than wiped out by tho withdrawal
of undesirable nnd worthless pnper having
a faco value of $2,500,000. An nseess-nie- nt

was mado on tho stockholders to
provide for tho deficit nnd to provent the
Comptroller of the Currency from closing
tho bank.
