lem being probably too deep for him at
the time. Here is the aistrinuuon
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Clubs are trumps and Z la In the lead.
T and Z have flvo tricks In sight, but the
contention Is that Z should have won all

In the actual play Z led the spade and

made the nine and king, Z discarding
a diamond. Y then led a heart through
B, who put the king on the queen, Z win-
ning with the ace. A trump lead from Z
with the Idea of forcing discards brought
hearts from ill three players, bo that the
actuation was not cleared up In the least.
When Z put Y In with the heart II was
free to discard a diamond, making the
last trick with a spade.

The only correct play, and the solu-
tion of the problem. Is to lead the trump
originally and get the discards flrst A
can afford to part with a small heart,
but Y must give up the Jack, aa B will
be forced to discard a If B dis-
cards a diamond, Z makes two tricks In
that suit, and If he discards a spade
Y make threo.

When B discards the heart nine, Z
leads the ace and drops the king, Y at
the same time giving up the qaeen, so
that Z shall be left in the lead with the
top heart, that card forcing the essen-
tial discard from B.

When Z leads 'the eight of hearts Y
ran underplay It with the trey, and B
must either establish the diamonds for
7. or give up his protection In spades.
If he leta go the spade Y can win whloh-ev- er

spado A puts on the four second
hand, nnd that settles It.

Although some thought otherwise no
other discard from Y's hand will solve
the problem. If Y lets go a spade on
the first trick. B can also discard spades
and Y utll find himself with a losing
heart at the end. If Y discards a small
heart, to as to make a trick with the
queen, B can discard tho diamond on the
second round of hearts, because, Z will
never get In again If T has the heart
queen.

Here Is an Interesting situation which
arose In Washington not long ago and
presents an Instructive phase of prob-
lem eolvlng, one which should be useful
at the card table. The original hand
that gave rise to the situation was as
follows:

Tho following rule will be found useful
to those who wish to master the tactic
of the exchange and It will prevent them
from making exchanges that do more
harm than good:

The capturing pieces of both black and
white, and In both systems, must be first
added together. If this number agrees
(In the matter or being odd or even) with
that of the number of captured pieces In
each system the movo will not be
changed. But If one number so found Is
odd and the other even the move will
be changed.

The term "system," It may be ex-

plained, refera to the four vertical flies on
the checker board with the same colored
squares at tho bottom. One Is the white
system, the other Is the black.

In order to show the application of this
Important rulo In the solution of difficult
petitions let lis take the position after
white has moved 18-2- 8 In the foregnjng
solution. It la black's play, and he must
leave the man on 19 to be captured so
as to get one for him by capturing the
man on 26.

HABITUAL LOSSES

AT ROYAL AUCTION

Jinny Whist flayers Fnll by

Not Analyzing Causes

of Defeat.

EXPERIENCE BEST TUTOR

More Opportunities Overlooked

In tho Ridding Than
in tho Play.

Soma philosopher, who should have
been a card player, has observed that to
many persons experience Is like the stern
lights of a ship and serves to Illuminate
onty tho track that Is past. Another has
added to this tho remark that experience
without observation Is tho fnllure to no
tice what hit you.

Both these epigrams are peculiarly ap
plicable to the average player at the
bridge table. Thero arc some persons
who novor learn anything from experience
and simply recount their reverses as mis
fortunes. There are others who loso rub-

ber after rubber night after night, but
fall to make any analysis of tliu cause
with a view to avoiding It In future.

The first principle of bidding Is to ar
rive at the iKsllluir that will yield the
largest return, either by going me or
getting penalties. There U no middle
course. If you cannot win the game, to
save It and take a chance on getting some
penalties at the same time U tho only
alternative. Every time you let the other
side play the hand you are not only tra
ins to save the game but to set the con
tract If you can.

Probably the most striking and also the
most common examplo.of falling to profit
Dy experience Is the second hand's habit
of overcalllng the dealer's no trumners
with a suit. Whether this suit be a major
or a minor one does not matter. Unless
thero nre ten sure tricks In heartM or
royals or eleven In clubs or diamonds It
Is usually a wasted opportunity towbld It.

The circumstances are Invariably and
briefly these: "The dealer's bid an-
nounces that he can give valuable support
to any good five card suit of hearts or
spades that his partner may havo to de-

clare. If his partner's btrength Is In
minor suit the hand will bo a good no
trumper. It Is good for the contract. If
not the game. In the majority of cases."
Milton Work's statistics show that the
proportion of no trumps that win as
agali H those that lose on a one trick bid wllch z wlns wKh the qUeen. Wnen
l! 'l or ?bo!Ji 13 to 1 ,n XW opens the diamond suit A puts thefavor.

The dealer's bid of one no trump eer- -
talnly does not mean that his hand and
his partner's are not good for more than
three tricks. If they are good for any
more than that, there Is no chance to go
game In hearts of royals or anything elss
against them.

The game being highly If
not Impossible, the alternative must b
to play for penalties. Pushers are as
much out of date as the tango. Clood
players will not be pushed. Any Inter-
mediate motive, such as to get a rew
points on the score, Is an element of
weakness In a player's game, but It seems
to be a weakness that no amount of ex-
perience can cure, probably owing to tho
lack of observation of results.

Here Is nn examnle of It In Its mildest
form. A's hand was played by a man who
holds the reputation of being the best
card player In his home town:

A ovar--
called with two royals, which Y passed, as
he could not stop the sDades and had no
sun or ma own worth showing. B also
passea, ana or course Z dropped his no
trumper and let A play. It at two royals.

What has A gained by his bid? He has
four certain tricks In his hand, and oven
If he is unlucky enough to find his spado
sun flioppco, no snoum m.iKo tno tenace
In hearts, unless tho dealer la bidding on
two suns. Having the game against the
no trumper Is almost a certainty, with
aces easy.

On the other hand, what chanoe la there
to win th game at royals? A's hand Is
good for sevan tricks at the outside. If
his partner Is strong enough to win the
three more that are necessary to go game,
what kind of a hand has the dealer?

On the play Y led the trump, that being
probably the best way to get his partner's
una tea up vs. a won tno trick, and hav-

ing no plain suit to play for ho let thetrump alone and led the club, finessing tho
ten. Z won tho trick and made his ace
and queen of diamonds, hoping for a
ruff, Y overtook the queen with theking and led the Jack.

The moment the Jack of diamonds held
the game waa sacd and Y felt freo to go
ahead with a fourth round, on whleli v.

Il's nine with tho ten of
apauei. i no enjnt of trtimji then threw
A Into the lead and cleaned up dummy.

This line of play brought A's hand downto throe trumps and threo hearts, and
theru was no way In which he nmiin nmii.i
losing two heart tricks, so that Instead of
maaing nis contract he wus tet for 100
points, less elmplo honors.

Had ho let the no trumper alone no one
would havo disturbed It and A would
have run off five spade tricks nt thestart. This would have made the game
safe before losing the lead. There would
then b.e no hurry about saving the ace
of hearts and A could safely lead aclub, his partner having discarded from
both the red aulta.

The ten of clubs would force the king
from Z. who would lead the diamonds,
overtaking with the king and leading the
Jack. As the suit would not clear the
play would be to come through n with
the Jack of clubs, making ace and nine,
but Z must lose two heart tricks ul the
end or let A make the nlno of diamonds
and the ace of hearts.

This would have set the no trumper
with aces eaay, making u difference of 133
points on the score. This Is not much,
the critical may say, but It Is the con
stant repetition of this loss that shows
how tho lesson of experience Is watted,
No one can nfford to overcall no trumpera
at n cost of a hundred and odd points
when there Is no hope of going game.

Sometlmea tho loss Is much moru than
100 points owing to various
that nre shut out by the Injudicious bid.
Take thla case, which has u variety of
rather Interesting all lost by
bad bidding nccond hand.

Z dealt on tho rubber game and bid no
trump, which A overcalled with two
hearts. After the hand n over he ex
plained that ho thought his cards wero
good for two by cards If his partner had
anything at all. They were, aie mauo
two by cards. What of Itt If he could
not make four bv cards and game, h
should have been able to sav the game
at no trumps, with the off chance or
penalties.

Y passed the two heart bid, and so did
B. Although Z had two stoppers In the
suit and would probably clear the dia-

monds In one lead, he could not count
more than eight tricks In his own hand,
nnd If A was strong enough In aid cards
to bid hearts, game was a doubtful
event at no trumps for Z, so he let tho
two hearts stand.

The student should oberv that the
moment Z overcalls with two no trumps,
A knows that his heart suit Is stopped
twice and refuses to lead It, so that Z
shall not mako those two heart tricks, no
matter what else he has. This warning
to the lender that his suit is against htm
Is ono of the weak points of returning to
n. no trumper that han been overcalled
with u suit.

Against tho heart declaration, Y led
his longest suit, and Z won the trick with
the ace of spades. He did not lead the
diamonds, becnueo dummy had none,
neither did he care to go up to suoh
strength In clubs, so ho returned the spade
nnd the Jack held.

A ruffed dummy with a small diamond
so as to lead the trump from that hand
for the finesse. Z put the ace of tiumps
right on and led back the eight, so as to
disarm dummy and get two for one, as he
counted on A for five at least. A won the
trick with the ten.

At this point A made a slip that cost
him a trick. Instead of leading a smalt
club, so as to get dummy In to lead those
top spades, which would have caught Z's
queen and nlno of trumps, A led the king
of trumps, to reduce Z's hand to one
trump, and then led the ace and another
club, forcing out the queen of trumps.

The result of this was that neither of
the high spades In Il's hand took a trick
nnd A hud to loso two diamond tricks, so
that he Just made the two by cards he
hid, which he considered ample Justifica-
tion for the declaration. He might have
mado three, but never the game. It was
the argument about the possibility of that
extra trick that brought out the full pos-

sibilities of the situation for the benefit
of the student of bidding tactics.

Let us see what happens If A does not
bid two hearts, but passes up Z's original
no trumper. Whether or not Y takes him
nut with two royals might make a differ
ence to II, but If he la left to rieclafe
himself on the no trumper he will cer
talnly ask for a club lead by bidding
two In that suit.

What Is Z going to do about this bid?
Will he call two diamonds and have A
support the clubs, or will he pass and
let B win five by cards and the game In
clubs T

tat us nunpoee for a moment that B
does not ask for the club lead, and that
A starta his own suit, hearts, leading the

.t0DDed. n(i'n throws In the nine of
clubs.

Five club trlclts make and then th
heart comes through, finding A with the
diamonds still stopped,. the king Jack of
hearts and a spade, so that all Z can
make Is the spade ace and two diamond
tricks, which with his two hearts leaves
him 100 points to the bad. This Is oer-taln- ly

a better game for A than winning
n paltry IS points at hearts with stmplo
honors.

If A passes the no trumper, as ha
should, B wilt surely show the clubs, even
If Y bids royals. Against the no trumper
II hai a fine chance to save the game If
he can get clubs led, nnd should make
his contract If he Is left with It

Tho student will observe that It Is not
B's business to overcall his partner's two
hearts, because he has three trumps, can
ruff a suit and has excellent support for
hearts In the minor suit. In spite of this
remarkahlo aaslstanoe A cannot make
more thun nine tricks by the best play,
and actually made eight only. ,

If B la overcalled with two diamonds,
A and B between them will go to flvo
clubs to savo the rubber If Z goea as far
aB four diamonds. Against the clubs Z
would open the diamonds, A winning and
giving dummy a heart discard. Four
rounds of trumps would follow, exhaust-
ing Y. and then the heart would come
through, as the spades are good any time.

Z would probably discard a heart and
some of his diamonds and dummy could
afford to let go the diamonds so as to keep
two spades. If Z passes up the heart the
tlnesso of the ten wins and A leads the
pade Jack, so that the only remaining

trick for Z ! the ace of hearts when that
suit comes through again. This gives B
the game In clubs, Ave by cards.

. Z dealt nnd took the usual chance on
a two suiter, calling no trump. He has
seven sure tricks and eight probable.
If his partner can win a trick anywhere
It Is a game hand.

A bid two royals. He aleo figures
that If his pnrtner can win u trick any--
wh.re It la a game hand. But If his
partner has that trick, what Is Z bid
ding no trumps on?

A was left to play the hand at royals
nnd made Ms nine tricks, but that was
all. Y led his short club suit and after
A had exhausted the trumps and got out
of B's way In t' diamond he tried to
get B In with a heart, but that would not
work.

Suppose A pasees and Y takes Z out
with two hearts? Z will let It stand
Would A then bid two royals, or play to
save the gamo at hearts? This was one
of the Interesting points. If A lets the
heart take out alone, B lends the single
ton and A takes three rounds, B dis
carding two los.ng clubs.

The next best thing seems to be three
rounds of diamonds, forcing th queen
of trumps from dummy. Z then leads
the ace of trumps and tries the clubs.
but B ruffs the second round of that suit
and leads another diamond. A would of
course put on hla useless trump, which
would be the nine. .

If Y overtrumps with the ten ho makes
B's king and eight both rood for tricks,
so that the take out contract to make
two odd In hearts (which would not be
necessary If A bids royals) goes down
for ICO points.

This would seem to Indicate that A
missed a variety of chances to score
penalties by his bidding two royals. In
the first place ho has the no trumper dead
to rights for ISO If he lets It alone. If
Y takes Z out with two hearts, that con
tract also goes to the credit side of A's
account for ISO, Thla Is nil given up for
tne sane or zf points in royal, with no
hope of ever going game In the face ofn aeciarnuon.

It Is not easy to persuade the average
player tlmt nothing short of game Is
worth playing lor, unless It Is to save
n game that Is In danger. Bidding Just
to make it couple of tricks, and Justify-
ing tho declaration by the result, when
there might have been 100 or ISO In
penalties to score, Is not a winning sys
tem, but some persons never learn by
experience, probably because they do
not observe closely enough what might
nave Deen.

European War lias Upset Plans

of Chess Masters All
Over World.

SUPPLY OF BOOKS CUT OFF

Foreign Publications Concern-

ing Game Held Up by
Hostilities.

While this country la neutral In th
European war, It cannot b said that
chess p ayera here do not feel it as I

Keenly as American business men i In
fact, many European scheduled contests i

were looked forward to with considerable
Interest by all American chess players.
Not only was tho Mannheim International
tourney never concluded, but th Inter
national contest which was to have takenplace at the Hungarian metropolis, Buda- -
V. V w"1 not P'oy'd next month.
Neither can arrangements be mad forbringing off the match for the champion-
ship of the world between Losker and
Hublnsteln.

Moreover. American chess play wBl,
In all likelihood, have to forego thepleasure of getting Important booksprinted abroad. For Instance, tho book
written by the German champion. Dr.
B. Tarrasch. on th repent int.maiinti.i
congress at St. Petersburg probably will
not reach this country until the war Is
over. True enough, the book mlaht hA
ready, the mall might bring the book by
way of Holland, but as we are not per- -

v.i t. .;. . Rnr. mone'r abroad the
jjuuimiior wm, m au iiKeiinoon, take theprecaution of refusing to send any copies
to this country. What applies to the Tar-
rasch books applies also to the "Hand-
book" by Carl Schlechter. This work Is
published In single volumes, five of which
have reached this country. There are agreat number of American chess play-
ers who have ordered all the volumes
of the book, but. under the olrcumstances.
It Is hardly likely that the later editions
will get here soon. Books published In
French and English are plentifully In
stock In this country, but once the stock
Is exhausted It will be rather difficult to
get any more, because local Jobbers will
be unable to pay for a new Mode Under
these trying circumstances chess players
would do weJl to apply to the secre-
taries of the Manhattan nnd Brooklvn
chess clubs, which organizations possess
large iiDraries, wnere all the latest books
are to be found. The nice Chess Club,
too, has a good library, and visitors nnd
members will always find a quiet corner
where they may pursue their studies.

But there Is still another point of Inter
est to Americans. About three weeks ago
a circular letter, signed by all the foreign
chess masters of repute and by the presi-
dents of all the leading European associa-
tions, was sent to all the leading chess
players of the world. Support for the or-
ganisation of an International federation
of chess players was risked. These letters
reached this country after the declaration
of the war. It will be highly Interesting
xo ascertain wnetner or not the chess
players the world over are still a unit.
For fully 100 years they have been on
most harmonious terms and have assisted
each other In every respect. They form n
tree masonry such aa does not exist at
any other sport or pastime. It Is a fact
that the St. Petersburg International
congress received the moral and financial
support of all European chess centres, and
at Mannheim large contributions to the
tourney In that city came from Russia.
It looks unlikely that the war wilt be
th means of breukls up friendships
with a century of traditions behind them,
and while It might delay matters It will
never break up the ties cementing the
good feeling between the chess players the
world over.
