Moreover, popular sentiment In Italy

Is to such an extent In favor of Cire.it

ltrltaln and the Triple Entente and

so terribly embittered against tSermany,

and particularly against Austria, that If

the Government at Home made nny

attempt to comply with the demands
made upon King Victor Kmmanuel

from Herlln and Vienna sa n member

of the Triple Alliance It would le Im-

mediately overthrown. Alt the efforts

of the Hiilandro administration at Koine

arc directed toward keeping Italy aloof

from the flay nnd toward the preserva-

tion of her neutrality, llut It Is quite
on the cards that the crown may bo

forced by tho will of the nation to Join

the Triple Kntente against Austria and

Germany.
Hpaln alone seems to le reasonably

from becoming embroiled In tho
present war. Where her sympathies are
In connection therewith Is best shown
by the fact that despite the Kaiser's
vigorous opposition Alfonso XIII. last
year concluded a more or less secret
understanding with France by which

the latter was assured that In the

event of her war with Germany she
would bo able to count upon the friendly
neutrality of Hpaln. This has enabled

France to leave her l'yrencean frontier
wholly undefended nnd to use the troops
that would otherwise have to be sta-

tioned along that border line for servlc
against Germany.

It Is well known that the Kaiser's
Ambassador at Madrid, Max Hohenlohe,

I'rlnce of Ratlbor and Corvey, not
only sought to prevent any under-

standing buch as that which now

exists between France and Hpuln,

but endcajvored by every means la
his power to obtain a soniowhat
analogous arrangement with Spain by

Germany. The Kaiser did not ask Don

Alfonso to participate In the war. All

ho wanted of him was that Spain's
neutrality should be of an unfriendly
Instead of a friendly nature with regard
to France. He pleaded that In the event
of a wnr betweon Germany and France
Alfonso should mass his troops alonr
tho northern frontier of his kingdom

under the pretext of resisting any viola-

tion of tho neutrality of his kingdom by

the French.
If Alfonso had dono this France would

have been to keep a consider-

able portion "f her army on guard
along her Spanish boundary line, and
her military forces In the field against

the Germans would have been corre-

spondingly weakened. Alfonso Is as-

serted to have received a pledge from

tho Kaiser that he would reward him

with a gift of some, of Franco's llneBt

colonies In Africa, and with the restora-

tion of Gibraltar If ho would comply

with his request, Hut the young Span-

ish monarch, who, although supposed to
bo absorbed In polo, shooting, motoring,
sailing and other forms of sport, has
shown himself gifted with qualities of

and astute statesmanship
rare In one so young, turned a deaf ear
tu lCmperor William and came Instead
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these

to the understanding with France which
I have mentioned above.

This means that If the Triple Kntente
emerges victorious from tho present
war Spain will receive somo territorial
reward for the Indirect assistance which
she has accorded to France. It will
probably take the form of tho award
to her of some of Germany's colonial
possessions on the west coast of Africa,
and perhaps In the I'acltlc cean. Indeed
Spain may b- - said to be within sight of
recovering that place among the great
colonial Towers of the world which she
lost as the result of her war In lK'.'S

with the I'nlted States.
In tlm problematic event of Germany

and her allies carrying the day, Holland
and llelglum will disappear as independ-

ent nations, and will bo incorporated
Into the Teuton emplro. They have
long been regarded by hIih Germans as
their legitimate prey, and In pamphlets
and maps openly published by the vari-

ous organization both
kingdoms nro colored as constituting
part and parcel of the Kaiser's domin-

ions. Through tho annexation of Hcl-glu- m

Germany would obtain possession
of Antwerp, which Is not only tho great-
est commercial seaport and mart of con-

tinental Kurope, hut likewise nn
powerful military and naval

stronghold, whenco she could com-

mand the entrance to tho Kngllsh Chan-

nel and terrorize Great Britain. DiitLsh

naval nnd military experts have long

been united In declaring that tho pres-

ence of Germany at Antwerp would bo

the equivalent to tho Kaiser's pressing
th muzzle of his pistol ngalnHt tho
head of John Hull. From Itelglum too
Germany could virtually hold nil north-er- n

Franco nnd Paris under subjection.
It has always been a source of ex

asperation to Germany to feel that the
mouths of the river lthlne, which is one

of the great arteries of her trade, and
a stream with which so many romantic
and patriotic traditions and Ideals are
associated, should bo in tho hands of a
foreign Power such ns tho Netherlands.
She will hall the day when the lthlne
becomes her own to tho very sea, nnd
when she can hoLit the flag of tho em-

pire created by Bismarck above tho
creat Dutch seaport of Rotterdam.

Moreover, tho Kaiser long had an
eye upon the Dutch East Indies, some
of tho most valuablo colonial depend-

encies pose.iecd by nny Furopean
Power, and which for a hundred years
past have been tho principal source of
Holland's wealth and prosperity. With
the Netherlands as part and parcel of
Germany's emplro tho Dutch Island of
C'uracoa, In tho West and Dutch
Guiana would likewise pass Into the
hands of tho Kaiser, a contingency
which could not bo regarded with In-

difference by the United States, con-

stituting as It would a menace to tho
Panama Canal.

It by no means follows that If ths
Kalspr were victorious he would content
himself with ('uracoaand Dutch Guiana.
lie would doubtless insist upon having

Indies,

Fiench ami Itrllish Guiana as well. In
addition to France's Martinique, Otiadc
loupe, c. as well as the most important,
if not all. of Great Britain's West In-
dies.

That Great Britain, however, would
ever consent to the dismemberment of
her colonial empire anil to Its passing
either In part or In Its entirety under
German control is entirely Inconceivable.
Indeed beforo that happened her im-

mense navy would have to be wlp'l
wholly out of existence, while oven If the
mother country as the result of succes'--fil- l

Invasion of the Fnltcd Kingdom
by Germany were forced to consent t"
the abandonment of her great colonial
dependencies the latter could be de-

pended upon to resist on their own ac-

count any annexation by the Kaiser.
It is therefore hardly necessary to

consider even as a remote eventuality,
tho possibility of Canada, Australia,
New Zealand. British South Africa anil
above all India ever being Incorporate
by tho Kaiser Into tho German Umpire.

It may be added that If Germany were
victorious Denmark would undoubtedly
bo annexed by the ICnlscr, who would
thus obtain the mastery of the entrance
to tho Haltlc, while Sweden and Norway
would become subject to his suzerainty

probably also the Grand Duchy of Fin-
land. Moreover, tho German speaking
provinces of Itussla, ns well ns Russian
Polund, so rich In every species of In
dustry, would be added to the kingdom
of Prussia. Austria would find her com
pensation in the Balkans nnd In her
mastery of the Mediterranean, while
Turkey would bo ablo to restore to her
empire the land of the Nile, Cyprus, nil
the vFgean Islands, possibly Greece, In
addition to all those of her provinces
In Asia Minor which she was compelled
to surrender to Itussln at the close of
tho war of 1S77.

Tho victory of the Knlser would like-

wise mean the ecllpsu of Japan ns r
great naval and military power In the
Orient.

All these contingencies, however, sr,
as I havo stated above, extremely re-

mote, While German arms may win
many brilliant victories beforo tho war
Is brought to a close, yet it stands to
reason that tho Kaiser must in the long
run bo defeated. The forces arrayed
ngaiust him nro too tremendous, and
their resources are virtually Inexhaust-
ible. Thoso of Germany, on tho other
hand, though very large, aro limited,
as regards men, wnr material, food sup-
plies and, above all, money. The most
optimistic of German military experts
declare that Germany, who has long
been preparing for this ia or, Is equipped
to stand tho strain for twelvo months,
In a military as well ns In nn economic
sense. Rut after that?

Fngland, and more especially Russia,
on tho other hand, could go on much
longer for years, Indeed, nnd Russia's
resources In armed men surpass thoso
of all the other European nations put
together. If Germany loses a couple of
million men It will mean to her a crush-
ing blow, whereas Russia would scarcely
feel such a loss and could roll up mill-

ion after million of soldiers, In an ever
constant tide, without even suffering
nny Interruption of her staplo Industry,
namely, agriculture, which can bo car-
ried on In the absence of those peasants
who are called to tho colors by the old
men and tho women of the village.!,
