I LAST HOURS OF THE POPE.
Dr. .Ilarelilnfuin l of I'ontld'a

Milieu nnd Ileatli.

ItOMr, Aug. 21. The following Inter-
view with Pi of. Marchl.fnvn, published In
the Corricrr ifltaliu, is the only authentic
account of tho Pone's Illness and death:

"First of all 1 must say h.it during
meic last weeks live I'ope suffered a gre.it
deal on nceount of the war," said Prof.
Marchlnf;iv.i. "Ho often told me and t.ic
members of his entourage that lluropo
was being covtrtd with blood and li,a
grief was considerable. The fact that the
war was jnev.table depnssetl and weak-
ened him. I slrlved to comfort him, but
it was uscle.-s- , as war news Increased his
sadness and sorrow.

" ' Yuur Holltiesi hould not be depressed,
on your health Is precious to tho Church,
to the woild und eieclally to ua

I used to ttlt him. II,. inll,..l

'What am I to do, dear professor? Mill-
ions of men ar being killed.

"His eyes tilled with tears anil every
day It was the same. He spoke about
the war tj me, to his sister', lo the piel
utes of his court, to nil who came near
him. Kvery one tried In vain to com-
fort him. Hut his soul was bleeding and
could r.ot nmalii Insensible to the giuvlty
of what was happening. His grief In-
creased to sucli an e.i.iu tti it bait news
bowed him down physically and depressed
him mor.illi. And et m w.n-- so stiong
when deulh was mar.

"His illness came on not only suddenly,
but with tne rapiUu of a thunderbolt.
It struck him hi a most critical period
of deptes-lui- i. H.s const. tin, n, tn.it nmi

serious illnesses, now " rtii i""i n.. ,, .nA 3nn nt
yitldcd, mid besides Ins disease he suf'
tereu from sorrow for this great slaugh
ter, i cuniioi say mat tinatli was iiast. ned
i.wlng to Ids great sorrow, but ho cer
tainly wouiu n.ive resisted more had he
not felt such grief.

"Itecentll his pulse hnd been Irrci-iiln- r
and lie became subject to chronic ca-
tarrhal complaint.-- , from which formerly
he had recovered when hu followed my
euro. This time its soon ns he was taken
III tils condition was suilous. His re-
covery from the Mrst was hopeless, his
death a nuestlon of a few hour. On
Sunday, August 10, the Popo was very-tired-

.

I visited him and warned every-on- o

of the danger. For Ilvo duys he suf
fered only from the usual catarrh, tmt
then he became feverish and his respira-
tion became very quick.

"Ho complained of pains throughout
his body, especially In the cheat, Still
ho wanted to work as usual und I per-
suaded him with difficulty not lo leavu
his room. When I left him on Satutday,
August IS, It w.is the last time I saw him
lis he used to be when he was well, The
fever Increased on the following day and
on the next, but his condition wns not
serious until Monday He said he folt
better and left hu bed, but In the eve-
ning the fever still rose and his weakness
Increased In an alarming wny.

"On Tuesday he was worse; still he
wanted to leave his bed and work.
warned Cardinal Merry del Val and the
tlrst bulletin was published. The Pope
realized that the end was near and was
calm and resigned Ho told me that hn
would obey me and stay In lied, At
10:30 on Wednesday I returned to tht
Vntlcan and found the Pope had n com
plete collapse. Ho was stltl conscious
but very weak.

"Hn received tho lust sacraments with
calm Joy ami prompted to his secretary
tin' words of absolution when he wns
administering the Viaticum. He was
moved to tears. Then he blessed us nil,
slowly and with u trembling hand, At
2 P. M. he appeared to be slightly bet-

ter and ho asked me to give him some
coflee and milk. Within a short time
ho fell back exhausted.

"'How does your Holiness feelT I
asked him. 'Iletter. thanlis,' ho replied.
He grew worst! rapidly. I left the Vatican
nt t o'clock In the evening and returned
ut n. I found him still worse. He wns
entirely unconscious. I notified every one

that tho catastrophe wns Imminent. I

placed a cruHMx between his hands, which
he kissed. He opened his eyes and looked
e round and then expired. 1 never saw
any one tile so serenely.
