Only an Unexpected Contin-
geney Can Prevent Sailing
of the Red Cross.

PLEA BY MISS BOARDMAN

Reiterates Surprise Over Ap-
parent Apathy of Americans
Toward War Suffering.

The war rellef steamshin ed Cross
will sall this morning at & o'clock unlesa
some unexpected contingency arises to
keep her here longer. Capt. Armnistend
Rust, U, 8 N, retiread, who commands the
vessel, told Miss Mabhel Boardman, at the
head of the American Red Cross Soclety,
yeatarday that he thought evervthing
would be shipshaps for departure at that
hour.
