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FEEBLE RESISTANCE MADE

TO PURSUIT BY THE ALLIES;

ONE CORPS LOSES 160 GUNS

Kaiser s Centre and Left Armies Driven
Back; Paris Reports Slight Advance

in Lorraine; Germans Evacuate
Saint Die and Luneville.

Special CoMe Dctpatch to Tut Son.
Paris, September 12.

The followinp communique wns issued at 11 :30 to-nig-

Section 1. First On our loft winp; the German gen-

eral movement of retreat continues before the English
and French forces, which have now reached the lower
course of the Aisne River.

Second Similarly, at the centre the Germans continue
the movement of retreat. We have crossed the Marne
between Epernay and Vitry-le-Francoi- s. At our richt
wing the enemy likewise to-da- y befran a movement of
retreat, abandoning the region around Nancy. We have
reoccupied Luneville.

Section 2 Pursuit of the enemy after the battle of
tho Marne:

In spite of the fatigue caused by five days of inccssnnt
fighting our troops arc vigorously pursuing the enemy
in his general retreat. This retreat appears to be more
rapid than the advance had been. It was so precipitate
at certain points that our troops picked up in the head-
quarters, especially at Montmirail, documents and per-
sonal papers abandoned by the enemy as well as pack-
ages of letters received or about to be sent.

Everywhere, among other places in the district of
Fromentieres, the enemy abandoned batteries of how-
itzers and many caissons,

The prisoners give the impression of suffering greatly
from overexertion and discouragement. The horses are
worn out.

After the victory on the Marne on September 6 the
commander in chief of the French armies issued the
following order of the day to his troops:

"At this moment, when the battle is under way on
which the safety of the country depends, it is important
to draw attention to the fact that it is now no longer
the moment for looking backward. All efforts must bo

directed to attacking and hurling back the enemy.
"Troops who are unable to advance further must hold

the territory they occupy, cost what it may and give up
