Ho Opposes Giving Independ-

ence to the Philippine
Islands.

WOl'LI) AMERICANIZE
FILIPINO PEOPLE

Wahiiinotos, Oct. 1. A definite enun-
ciation of thn Itepubllcnn policy In tho
matter of Philippine Independence win
delivered In the Houso y by Itepre.
sentatlve Mann of Illinois, tho minority
lender.

Mr. Mann's speech enmn as tho single
bright 'pot In a day of protracted gen-
eral debate on thn Philippine Indcpend-pric- e

bill, He braved thu Executive
embargo on the discussion of Interna-
tional questions hy commenting with
the greatfst freedom on questions of In-

ternational policy In the Paclilc. Mr.
Maun said In part:

"Only ti few years ago Japan was
0enel to tho world nml modern civil-
ization. The changes whb-- huve been
made In Japan, the marvellous growth
of her lnlluence, are not to bo equalled
by any other nation, I think, In tho
history of tho world.

The Awnkriitnir of Chios.
"Closo to Japan, lylnx llkn a sleeping

child of tho world, Is China, with her
vast territory, with her Inunenso popula-

tion, and that which was going on In
Iipnn a few yearn ago Is now going on
m China. The uwnkenlutr. of China l.s

moro marvellous, porhap.', than was the
awakening of Jupan, and on these great
people In China nrl'e to the civilization
of our modern days and engage In tho
manufacture nf products we will enter
on a series of competitive efforts with
the far Mast which hive never yet been
equalled In this world.

"The great population of China, we
ray, shall not be permitted to come to
our shorefi. At the .tumo time we say
that China shall not bo permitted to
shut out our people or our goods. Such
a position ns we take cannot be aban-

doned by our people, but It can nevor
M enforced In tho long run without tho
power to enforce it.

"When China Is awakened and the ten-

dency eonu(T"whleh always comes to an
awakened nation, thickly pulated. to go
out Into the world either with her own
people or with tho production of goods
made by her peoplo wo will havo a con-

flict on our hands which will last for
many years, possibly for many centuries.

"And we who aro now legislating. If we
do not bear In mind possibilities not
merely of to-d- or or 100
years from now. of the Inevttablo con-

flict, commercial or otherwise, which we
will meet In the fir Hast have forgotten
the principles whleh ought to actuate us.

mercial supremacy leads In tho end to a
fight with arms becauso that Is the final
arbiter between nations.

"We command the Pacific Ocean with
tho land thut wo have on this side, with
tho Islands that w possess In tho sea
and vvlth the Philippines on thu other side.

"Will wo ijUrrender our command? I
fay no ; never.

"If wo should let the Philippine Islands
' tr tn.ftitv wlthmil n utrl
thoy would belong to somo other country
within ten years, but If they could keep
tlielr Independence for twenty-liv- e or fifty
or oven 100 years, In the end they would

' be used against us In the Inevitably, con- -
fllot between competing races,

Opposed to Independence,
"I urn opposed to giving the Philippine

Islands independence. I do not believe
wo should grant Independence to tho
Philippine Islands with a string tied to It.
1 had rather grunt them nbsoluto Inde-

pendence. I do not believe tho example
wo aro having In Mexico Is any Induce-
ment to extend either directly or Indirectly
tho Monroe Doctrine to the
Philippine Islands.

"Wo are having trouble enough now
about a country whore we say wo cannot
afford to lot another nation enter: wo nro
having trouble enough now In Mexico and
with tho other republics of tho south with-
out engaging In any other enterprises of
this kind,

"Keep thn Philippines under the flag of
the Htates and mako thorn our
friends. Thero Is no advantage In having
the Philippines In the event of war If they
nro unfriendly to us, Most people who
get under our flag want to stay there. If
wc treat tho Plllplnos right they will want
to sliy there,

"Assuming that tho fillplnos aro ca-

pable of I nm In favor of
giving tho Philippine peoplo tho broadest
liberty of retaining them
under our flag, The objection I havo to
tho pending bill Is thnt It has too many
restrictions and 1 shall move to strike out
some of these restrictions,

"I am not sure I um In fnvnr of a naval
baio there. I think If we aro going to let
tlio.rn go, then let them go and let Japan
or China, of-- (lenimny or Kngland take
thtm, as Is Inevitable, and then wo would
linow what w UftYe got to fight.".

The advance of thn Germans on Ant-

werp Is proceeding steadily. Tho Ger-
mans aro doing their utmost to drive the
Helglans Into the girdle of Antwerp
forts. Tho Germans aro approaching
Antwerp from three sides, through Alost
and Termondo on thn west, Mnllnes on
the. otith and Turnhout on the east.

An official communication Issued at
Antwerp by the riclglnn War Ofllco says
that tho heavy German hombardment
has been continued, but that thus far
no Impression has been mndo on tho
defences, which to resist suc-
cessfully. Tho statement follows:

"Thn German urtlVlrry during tho dis-
continued tho bombardment of tho first
lino of forts on the south. Our works
suffered little, nml wo aro still In con-

dition to make effective resistance.
"Between tho Senne nnrl Netho rivers

no movement of the enemy's Infnntry
has occurred. In tho circle from tho
Scheldt to tho Betinn daring and violent
German attacks have been reppllpd by
the Helgluns, who w ro well supported
by their artillery, T'io German losses
vero proportionate to the temerity of
their attacks,

"In tho direction of T rmonde tho
movement wu.s of no great Im-

portance, consisting of long distance
cannonade which had no rppreolabU ef-

fect on the detachments tt our troops
guarding the approaches the town,
Between the Hlvers Dendre und Scheldt
there Is no notable change.
