FHANCIJ. The ndvance movement of
the allies reached Its furthest point
north yesterdny at Arras, twenty-si- x

miles from the Belgian border und
twenty-liv- e miles north of tho centre
of a line drawn between Amiens and

. St. Quentln. A detachment advanc-
ing fronj Arras was later obliged to
retire to the north and caBt of that
town. The Germans concentrated Im-

portant forces at Hoye, In thn elbow
of the alllei's enveloping movement,
but failed to breuk the lino, according
to tho olliclal communique Issued last
night in Purls. An attempt by tho
Germans to brldgo tho Meuse nenr
fc't. Mlhlel wns defeated. On the right
centre tho allies are progressing
slowly, and there arc no longer any
Germans on the left bank of the
Sleuse.

Gnit.MANY. It was announced In Ber-
lin yesterdny that thn Germans have
icpulsed every attempt of the allies
to break through vho German lines
and have hurled back the enemy with
heavy losses. The statement referred
to the attempt of the allies to envelop
the German right nnd said It was a
failure. The German suns con-

tinued their bombardment of the
Frnnco-nrlt- positions. The battle
of the Alsne Is still undecided, tho
statement added, but the Germans aro
gaining slowly.
