amortisation may cut this down somewhat
So Nttv York, fiolii one point of view,
will only have to pay for her roads u
little more than tivu-- e over.

'The average tost of roads so far built
here has been IU.uOO a tulle and It
lias been the useless macadam construc-
tion, as tlnv. tllynn pointed out. Hy
tho time of the redemption of the bonds
the cost will have rtaclnd a little more
than J30.000 a mile, for that price you
could build the iluest brick road In the
world

"Only about a quarter of the money
spent in road bulldlnc can be looked upon
as an asset. The 25 per cent, of the
road's cost which Is expended for re.
lo.ntti K it ml draining and
the hlKdwa's foundation may properly
bc evpected to benillt several neiieriltlnns.
The rest of the road ttt.irs out pretty
fast.

Hut the best of roads require main-
tenance, and New York will also be under
a heavy upkeep, which must be met by
further bond Issues or assessments, bl

acts and permlttltiR her to collect her
Judgment throush an execution injalnst the
railroad.

as normal financial conditions nro

ed The court sr.ld that In view of
this plan It would bo untcHsonnlilo to
direct an invountltii; and to Issue an
execution.

Bondholders' Lawyer Chnrgca
.Tnmcs N. JVullnco With

"Juggling."

ASSAILS --REORGANIZATION

In arguing a motion before Judge Julius
M. Mayer In the United States District
Court yeaterday Samuel Untermycr. at-
torney for tho holders of more than

of the bonds of the Itock Island
company, charged James N. Wallace,
president of tho Central Trust Company
and chairman of the Hock Island reorgan-
ization committee, with keeping tho bond-
holders of the road In Ignorance concern-
ing Us acttual financial condition. Mr.
Lntermyer also declared that tho object
of tho present management of the road Is
to divert millions of dollars from Its treas-
ury.

Attorney Untermyer appeared In oppo-
sition to tho foreclosure of the ltock
Island mortgage, held by the Central Trust
Company und tho consequent sale of the
collateral securities deposited under the
mortgage agreement. This foreclosure
proceeding, brought by the Central Trust
Company and acquiesced In by the rail-
road company. Is part of the reorganiza-
tion scheme.

Mr. Untermyer chnrged that tho bond-
holders' protective committee, or reorgani-
zation committee, was formed by the Mime
Interests responsible for the shrinking of
the old railway company's stock from over
K'OO to m.So a share. He explained,
however, that no blame attached to James
Hrown, Hcinurd M. llaruch, Henry Evuim
and Frederick Strauss. Men of their high
standing, he said, aro always selected to
serve on such committees to give an ap-
pearance of responsibility.

The committee, suld the lawyer, mado
no attempt to acquaint the bondholders
with the details of the financial "Jugglery"
by which 17,500,000 was taken from the
treasury of tho Hock Island company.
This, he said, was done In connection with
the purchasu of the 8t, l.ouls and Han
Francisco Hallway Company by the Chi-
cago, Hock Island and Paclllo Hallway
Company of Iowa, the holding wmpany
for thn Hock Island riul, which wa.s
dominated by the Held and Moore Inter-
ests.

Although, according to Mr. Untermyer,
the St. Louis and San Francisco was pay-
ing in dividends, the holding company
bought It In for 129,000,000, nnd In order
to make payment mortgaged the same
stock. Whe therefore, he said, the Iowa

olillng company was required hy law nnd
. ther c nlderjtl. ns to part with the stock
it had to lift the mortgage In order to
mako the necessary deliver)'- Helng n
holding company, he said. It had no prop-
erty have that belonging to tho railroad,
so It the necessary $7,500,000 out
of the treasury of tho road and In Its
place put debenture bonds It had Issued,
payable In 1913.

TViesc bonds being worthless, said Mr.
Untermyer. the trarnctl u wn a fraud
upon the stockholders, and yet the l-

n rrmmlttee hi at no tlmo In-

formed tho bondholders that the directors
of the road are liable for tho return of
that $7,500,000 to the treasury. Nor,
said Mr. Untermyer, have they made any
attempt to get back the money.

The Interests of J. N. Walltce as presi-
dent of thn Central Trust Compmy, which
Is tho trustee of the mortgage, nnd a
chairman of the protective committee are
conflicting, according tn Mr. Untermyer.
In the former rapacity, he said. It Is the
duty of Mr. Wallace to get ns much as pos-
sible, for the stock of the "Id railway
under the foreclosure proceedings,
whereas the ohject of the protective com-
mittee as to buy In the stock ns cheaply
.is ' possible.

Mr Untermyer asked that the form of
sale be amended so ns to permit etch
bondholder to participate In the sale of
the c ilnteral securities to tho extent of
his holdings. He also snggests that the
distribution of $1,000 par value of stock
for each J1.00O f bonds would be a sim-
ple matter He 'sked the cour' In any
event t postpone the signing of the decree

foreclosure until h's clients could make
a thor ugh Investigation of their road.
Judge Mayer teserved decision.

HAWAIIAN BOND SALE FAILS.

Mr. Conklln eald that he was not dis-
appointed at the result of the offering, as
he felt that It was encouraging to re-
ceive any bids for four per cent, bonds in
these times. The fact that such a small
number of bids were received for bonds
that nro a legal Investment for snvlngM
banks nnd trust funds In several States
was taken ns n good Indication that the
cost of capital Is steadily climbing nnd
that nntlons, corioratlons nnd firms
wishing to litis nee themselves will have
to be willing to pay n higher rate to
erure the accommodation.

CLEARY INDICTED FOR MURDER.

Former Town Clerk Most Mnnd
Trial for KIllliiK Son-iii-I.n-
