The President of tho United States
and the Secretary of .State have shown
Interest In this enterprise on account
of it possibilities a a new factor In trado
expulsion nnd thoy are furnishing .Miss
Simnnton with letters of recomtnondn-tio- n

to the Kuropean Powers
It might not occur to the average person

that a letter of recommendation is a very
necessary passport to a woman going to
Africa. This is true, however, for apart
from missionaries the few women who
venture into such a region as "Hell's
Playground" are mostly adventuresses,
Just ns in tho days of tho forty-niner- s,

when vast numbers of men rushed to tho
California coast In search of gold, the fow
women who followed them wero usually
of tho lawless and venturesome variety,
so aro most of tho women who seek tho
French Congo and the West African Coast

Miss Simonton does not think well of
missionaries, having encountered many
selfish and Impossible men nnd women In
her two years residence In tho Jungle.
Sho maintainod a household of eighteen
native servants when sho lived In tho
tropics nnd was protected by tho military,
under tho Instructions of tho French
Government.

Tho boat which Is to oarry tho American
enrgo to the far distant land Is tho Adellno
Carleton. Sho Is a four masted sohooner,
manned by naval reservo men. Sho is In
dry dook In Hrooklyn at present. When
refitted for this voyage she will dook off
Wall street In tho East Itlver.
