NOTED BANKER. DIES

Won Tmno in Civil Wnr, na a
nnd a Collector
of Art.

WITH GKANT AT RICHMOND

Oen. nrayton Iven, civil war hero,
financier nnd twice president of tho New
Ytork Btock Exchange, died yesterday
morning at his country home In Osslnlng,
nt tho ago of 74. Despite his age ho had
kept up his business
actrvitios until two
yearn ago, when III

health compelled him
to never his uottve
connection with many
banking nnd Indus-
trial Institutions.

His was re-
markable In many
wuyw. From his boy-
hood Almost to the
day of his death he
did things that dis-
tinguished him as a
man of exceptional
ability nnd unususl
strength of charac
ter. As an athlete,
a Notdter, a financier (irn llrsTten Ives,
and captain of In
dustry and nn a connoisseur of nrt he won
distinction.

Oen. Ives was born In Fnrmlngton,
Conn.. In 1840. Ho wont to Yale, where
ho showed himself not only an excellent i
Hchclar but a splendid athlete. He was ,

graduated from Ynle In 1801 and shortly I

nuerwaru enlisted in the union army
Ho became Colonel of the First Connecti-
cut Cavalry nt tho ngo of 22, and dis-
played such remarkable bravery and abil-
ity that he was advanced rapidly. Ho
fought In the battles of Harrison's Land-
ing and Denver Dam, and was brovetted
Hrigadler-Gencr- for gallantry In action
ot the battled of IUam's Station and Flvu
Forks.

After the war Oen. Ives e.imo to New t

York nnd became a stock broker. In
opening a brokerage house here he had the ,

help of a distinguished family name, for
his ancespjrn wero among tho founders
of Now Hnvin, Ho had mado n study
of ftnnnco nnd within a short time he i

became an active advocate of tho plan i

that led to the establishment of the
New York Srcck Hxchnnge. He was vice- - '
president of thnt Institution In 187B and
1877 and preHldcnt In 187S nnd 1879 nnd
n member of tho governing committee for
thirteen years.

After being In Wall Street for twenty-tw- o

years ho retired ns a broker nnd took
the presidency of the Western National
Hank, a position which he held for sev-
eral years until many other Interests
ckmnnded his attention. Ho became
widely known as nn authority on finance.
He made a specialty of railroad (Innnce
and for mnny years ho was president of
the Northern Pacific Kallroud Company.

Active In .Mnny Ooinpnnlcs.
He became president of the Metro-

politan Trust Company, holding that
place until his retirement In 1912. He
w;ih at one time n director of the Mer-
cantile Trust Company, the United Slates
Guarantee Company and the New York
Stock Hxchange Hulldlng Company, und
also was at ono time chairman of the
Wejtlnghouso Hlectrlc and Manufactur-
ing Company. Ho was at tho time of his
death president of the ll

Gen. Ives married Ulennor A. Illssell,
diughter of tho Ilev.

His son, Sherwood
Illssell Ives, was graduated from Yale
L'nlvorslty In 1893 anil becamo a physi-
cian. He Is survived by three daughters,
Winifred nnd Frances H. Ives nnd Mrs.
