Then make careful
npmm rn t Lulu In mt.nl th.tlt- - la ltt.il'
ally and comply with their methods so

far as Is possible. When they arrle
the best course to pursue Is to listen to
them and do what they a-- not t ry to
cajole or "hypnotize" them Into adop-
tion of Amerlcnn patterns or "Inndnrds
or ideas. The n I'nloti can
and will cheerfully give much of the
necessary Information. Persons having
experience of Latin American trade can
readily he found to supplement Its sug-
gestions.

There Is some talk Just now of ''mak-
ing New York agreeable" to the vis-

itors. A reasonable hospitality will not
be amiss, but probably no greater mis-

take could bo made than to attempt to
turn the occasion Into a Junket. It
would almost Inevitably defeat Its own
purpose, which would be very clear to
those whom It was expected to capture,
Far wiser Is the plan to promote faelll
ties for doing business between Amer-
ican manufacturers and merchants nn
the one hand and the South American
on the other.

Creditable Work In the Philip-
pines.

The least appreciated but perhaps the
most beneficent feat aoeompllshtsl In the
Islands that have come under the guar-
dianship of these I'nlted States Is the
work done by our sanitary authorities
In the scientific study of medical prob-
lems that have clamored for solution
through tho malign intliiences upon the
health and lives of Ihe people In IheM
territories. That the solution of these
dlfllcult problems concerns not only the
population of these countries but Is of
enormous Import to other lands Is not
generally realised, The truth Is, how-
ever, that the practical results of the
hookworm studies In Porto Itlen, the
ilemimstrntloti of the chief cause of and
remedy for the bulHinie plague In the
Philippine Islands, and the proof that
malarial and yellow fevers may be abol-
ished, that was furnished by our tem
porary occupation of Cuba, have con-

ferred untold benelli on the entire world,
including of course our own country.

Now comes tho news of some Invest'
gallons en the cause of cholera epi-

demics under wuy In the Philippine
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Islands which throw much needed light
upon tho problem of disease carriers In
general and cholera germ carriers In
particular. The Manila corresjiondcnt
of the Medical llccord reports that n
sharp rise of cholera has occurred In
Manila, spreading northward along the
railroad. A particularly perplexing
problem has presented Itself In the dis-
covery that n lnrge number of healthy
persons, among them many cooks and
other handlers of food, are carriers of
the cholera germs.

Among I.IKX) persons examined 10."
were found to be carriers. This would
mean .'I per cent, of the entire popula-
tion. Singularly enough, no American
has been found among them. As a re-

sult of these healthy and other sick
carriers who show no symptoms of tho
ill sea so there Is a constnnt outcropping
of cholera : but no local epidemic has
yet occurred, because the cases wero
scattered and the preventive measures
Instituted are usually effectUe In check-
ing the (lllfitslon from dangerous foci.
To detect and combat the latter In a
population of a ipiarler of a million
lirosontsa Insk of herculean proortlons.
Ullt good results have already been
achieved by Inspection of all handlers
of food In the tlendiis and kitchen forces
of hotels, clubs, Ifoardlng houses, res-
taurants and Ice cream parlors, ic. The
Itureati of Science examines about MX)

cases a day and constantly detains about
list cholera carriers In quarantine. Tho
most valuable Information, however. Is
to the effect that these carriers are inn do
Immune by a simple method In two
weeks, and these are not permitted to
resume their occupations until the mi-

croscope decides Hielr Immunity.
The oorrosxndeiit of the Itrrnrtt nln

refers to the gratifying fact Hint whltu
In Hongkong, where repressive meas-
ures may be applied In sanitation, there
were LM.'Irt cases of bubonic plague since
last January, Manila, where the ap-

proval and good will of the public are
depended on, Is practically free of this
disease, despite the fact that In l!K)l

and 1!K1S there were seven epidemics of
this scourge In that Hty.

I, whose ancestors were pure Teutons,
am enthuilustlcally proGorman, although
I was born here nnd received my degrees
of Bachelor of Arts and Master of Arts
from Princeton University. And I want
Mr. Hegble to know that nil Amerlcnns
of pure German extraction like myself
not only favor Germany In this war, but
favor her enthusiastically, nnd have made
and nro making great financial sacrifices
for her. And ns there are nearly
1C.000.000 of us In this country, the
chances nre thnt neither tho present nor
any future Administration will break Its
neutrality In favor of the allies.

The desperation of tho latter Is clearly
evidenced by Mr Hegble's letter, as well
ns by tho fact that they have found tt
necessary to enlist In their cause the
black nnd yellow races of Africa and
Asia.

It Is hoped that th'i
exposition can be hetd In January M
February, In, order to give the buyets
who come here from all over the country
during those two months chance to
see It.

To the end that arrangements may b
made speedily Commissioner of Weights
and Measures Hartlgnn, chairman of the
temporary committee, will appoint a plnn
ani scope committee and a committee on
ways and means.

For the ways and means commlttea
Is laid the task of finding out Just how
many manufacturers and merchants ar
enthusiastic enough about the proposed
exposition to give It earnest support It
will cost money to put on such a show,
and anything less than the right kind
of show will defeat the purpneie of the
whole scheme.

The committees will be named to-d-

by Commissioner Hnrtlgan nnd the tem-
porary committee will hold another meet-
ing on Mondny afternoon at 2 o'clock
This meeting Is open to the publla and
It Is desired that those who are Interested
will appear and state their views on
the proposition. The committee wishes to
havo the Idea spread abroad that the ex-
position Is not a venture In profits, but
an effort to educate the buying publla to
the Idea that tho purchase of goods made
ln this country means not only an economy
for the purchaser, but the stimulation
of homo Industry, with consequent beneflti
to the country at large.

Miss Rita nocn Murphy, a designer ot
women's garments, road a paper In which
she suggested tha establishment here of u
commercial art centre. Sho would have
gathered together a company of design-
ers, manufacturers and Balosmeu who
would form a sort of business academy
the dictates of which would be final as
to what la proper In design and manu-
facture.

Such a body, with correspondent bu-
reaus In other large cities, she sold, would
be ablo to uphold the Ideals of American
manufacture by designating what goods
might use the label "Made In tho l S.
A.," thus eliminating tho cheap Imitator
whote wares would bo likely to bring
tho "Made In the V. S. A." propaganda
Into disrepute.

UNIFORM WEIGHTS URGED.

Snpcrliilrnrtrnt of llnrrnns Front
Jrrrrnl Milieu Meet llrre.

Htato Superintendents of Weights and
Measures from tlvo States and officials
of the bureau of standards of the Depart-
ment of Commerco met yesterday at the
City Hall to discuss n plan to obtnln uni-
formity In theso standards and In the
laws and regulations governing them
throughout the I'nlted States. The con-

ference was called by tho New York City
Bureau of Weights and Measures.

While Congress has power under the
Constitution to establish a uniform sys-

tem of weights nnd measures It has
never done eo. Confusion nnd expense
have resulted and shippers have been
compelled to fumlllarlzo themselves with
tho systenui of weights nnd measures In

the various States from which they buy
or to which they sell.

Tho object of tho present conference,
which will continue y and

Is to get tho Stntes to ngree among
themselves on certain standards. The
conferees progressed so far yesterday as
to ndopt n resolution calling upon the
Individual States to glvo legal nuthorlly
through legislative enactment to tho rec-
ommendations of the National Conference
of Weights and Meneures, which meets
yenrly In Washington, D. C.
