TURKISH NAVY RUILT

The entrance of Turkey Into tho war Is
thn forlorn hope of tho war wing of the
Voung Turk party led by the degressive
young Knver Pasha to carry out tho prom-
ise that he and his associates made to the
people of the Ottoman Umpire. It Is hit
last card and In thn nature of a desperate
chanco. It la a better Illustration of the
diplomacy of modern Turkey than any
stroke that the new regime has made, for
It would be Impossible to conceive the con-
servative, suave old ICIamll Pasha or any
of tho other of the able political advisers
that surrounded Abdul Hamld entering
Into a war that carried against Its success
such great oddi.

When Nazlm Pasha was removed by
nssasilnatlon and Enver was placed at
the head of the Government, he had the
good fortune to And the llalkan allies that
had gobbled up so much of European Tur-
key quarrelling among thomselves over
tho division of the spoils. Hut at the
same time he found divisions and dissen-
sions throughout the Ottoman Empire.
The Arabs were bitter over tho loss of
Tripoli, the Kurds were In a state of re-

volt and half of Asia Mnlor was only
waiting for a favorable opportunity to pull
away from the: rule of the Turks.

Enver promised lrst that ho would re-
cover the venerated If not eacred city of
Adrlanople, and that In the next place he
would recover the JKglati Islands of MIty-len- e

and Chios, held by the Oreeks. and
other Islands to the south held by Italy as
spoils or hostages of war. Upon this
promise the Asiatic Ottomans put aside
their grievances and became united for he
general good of the country.

Enver and his party made good their
promlso so far ns Adrlanople was con-
cerned. They recaptured this stronghold
and pushed tho narrowing border of Turkey
up to the north of tho llosporus. Rut this
was only a part of the contract Tho
most Important remained yet to be ful-
filled.

Turkey Unlit Up Nary.
Thn Powers of Europo have given the

contested Islands to Greece and Italy was
holding Rhodes, Koa, Stampalla and
others of the southern group as earnests
of Turkey's pledgee In Tripoli. Tho war
party could not abide by the decision of
the Powers, neither was It In position to
undertako a war against Greece with a
navy that had already proved Its prow-
ess In the Ralkan war.

The message of the Charge
d' Affaires was based on n report received
from the United States Consul nt Odessa.

Acting Secretary of State Lansing im
mediately cabled to Petrogriul for a more
detailed report of the bombardment, with
particular reference to the damaging of
American property. If thn required
twenty-fou- r hours notice wa not given of
the bombardment the Americans owning
the damaged property may have basis for
action for damages against Turkey.

DlplotnaVi here nro In nowise surprised
to learn of nttncki along the Russian
coast Turkey's explanation Is awaited
with curiosity. It In thought In some
quarters that the Porte will repudiate re-

sponsibility nnd blame everything on Ger-
many. Indeed, some hold thnt Germany,
having dlscoverod "another case of neces-
sity," nn In Belgium, forcibly appropriated
the Turkish fleet and acted without the
consent of the Porte, though unquestion-
ably with Its connlvnnce.

The Young Turk war wing headed by
Enver Pasha Is the Influence credited with
turning tho Turkish ship over to the Gcr-- ,
mans.

In a despatch from Constantinople on
Tuesday It was Intimated thnt thn rela-
tions between England and Turkey were
severely .strained but that tho pence sec-
tion of the Ministry was still worktnjr to
preserve neutrality. Egypt. It appeared,
wns thn main end of the Young Turk.
The llrltlsh Ambassador had told the
Grand Vizier plainly that It would mean
war If tho Turks crossed the frontier.
The despatch Indicated that the situation
was almost hopeless.

Tho entente Powers, It 1 nowntAted. are
conferring while awaiting the Porte'a ex-
planation. If this places the responsi-
bility upon tho Oernians the Powers will
probably demand Immediately the removal
of all Germans, from Turkish warships,
Turkish ofllclalH here nay that they have
received no hint from Constantinople of
tho roitHons for the Rlack Scn nggrcuslons.
There Is n nuggestlon that Turkey Intends
to procrastinate until the feaat of linlrum
ends on November 2.

The attitude of tho Rnlkan Stntes in
tho event that Turkey really goen to war
Ih much discussed.

Yesterday the Germans attempted
very violent counter attacks ngalnst
the French and British nrmy corps
advancing t the northeast nnd to
the east of Ypres. At tho close of
tho day our troops were 'none tho
less continuing their fifrwnrd move
ment in the direction nsslgncd to
them nnd had enptured many points
of support.

Tho British troops, nttneked nt
mnny points to tho north of La
Unsseo hy superior forces, have
undertaken an energetic offenKlvn
nnd largely regained the ground
previously ceded to the enemy. At
mnny other points alowr their bnttlo
front they have also successfully re-

pulsed Oerman nttneks. Inflicting
serious losses upon the enemy.

Along the rest of our front there
wns no mass action yesterday, but
there were local attacks both hy our
troops and by those of tho enemy.
At nenrly every point wo have mnde
progress, especially before somo vil-

lages between Arras nnd Albert, on
the heights of the right linnk of the
Hlver- Alsne, down stream from
Soissons and on both banks of the
Meuse to tho north of Verdun.
