The Mieech by Nathan Straus at the
Nlbln Casino, The llronx. when Gov.
Glynn swung Into that borough last night,
was received with particular enthusiasm.
There was ir. doubt about Mr. Straus's
Indignation over the Infusion of the re-

ligious Issue Into the campaign by anony-
mous enemies of the Govetnur of the
State. He oxpressed his condemnation of
these tactic n a manner that was greeted
with thunders of applause by the big audi-
ence.

Another of the many national Indorse-
ments of Gov. Olynn'4 candidacy .which
have followed President Wilson's personal
advocacy of the election of Oov. Glynn
nnd his ticket was made at Manhattan
Canlno, 156th street and Klghth avenue,
by Secretary of War Garrison.

Now York State In the coming election
will be viewed by Kuropc as well as by
the United States us proclamatory of the
confidence with which President Wilson
and his policies arc icgarded.

The Secretary of War said In part:
"In the campaign In which we are now

engaged, what happens locally will be
submerged by what happens nationally.
A defeat of the Democratic candidates
will be heralded as a defeat of the Pres-
ident and the principle for which he and
the Democratic party have stood In the
nation.

Victory Will Hearten President.
"A victory will hearten him and the

party to go forward In the public Inter-
est.

"The Democratic party has declared Its
principles and written Its record. There
are, to be sure.

Secretary of War Garrison reminded his
audience that one result of the Huropean
war which Republicans do not dwell upon
Is the way the war "has served to cast
Into bold relief the masterful figure of tho
President.
