Ho cama hero yesterday
to vote and waa at the homo of Judge
Noah Itockwood when he was attacked by
violent hemorrhages, resulting from cir
rhosis of tho liver. He died nt 4 MO

The death of Mr. ltelnno brings to an
end ono of tho mot spectacular careers
In flnaneo that this country has known.

His rtory Is that of a man who attained
phenomenal success within a few years

nnd then went down
as rapidly In the faco
of business conditions
and practice which
ho seemed never fully
to understand,

An the promoter of
Kreat copper Inter-
ests In Montana Mr
Helnie carried on for
yearn Industrial, f-

inancial and political
activities on a

scale. Ho
became I mm ana oly
wealthy. Then ho
camo to New York,
eager for the finan-
cial fray. Within ten
years his fortune had
been largoly dissi
pated 4nd for the
remainder of hl life.

He wan born In Itrooklyn on December

e. 1S69. Hla parents wero able to give
him many advantages, and by study and
travel he prepared himself for tho many
roles he was to play. Helng graduated
frm h Columbia School of Mines In
IS 89 ho went out to Montana to seek his
fnrtiinn. For two years ho worked In the
mines of tho Iloslon and .Montana ioin- -

patiy for to a da). Then he and his
brother. Artnur i: ncinzi, nu mw
smelting business, leasing mines and tak-in-

nut thn nrn on a tierccnt.ige basis. Not
long after that Mr. Helnze organized the
Montana Oro Purchaalns company.

From tho beginning Mr. iieinze was in
volved In litigation. It was claimed that
ore bodies discovered In the Harus, one of
his mines, ran Into tho property ot otner
concerns. Suits were brought against him
by the Hoston and Montana and tne initio
nnd Hoston comtianlcs. Mr llolnzo had
friends in ofTico and In the courts, and It
wns charged that legislation favorable to
him and Inlmlcablo to his rivals wns
passed and upheld much according to his
wishes. Anyway he won these suits nnd
otheis that steadily addid to his fortune.

Tl-- late Marcus Daly had been chief
owner of Helnze's rival companies and
when thn Amalgamated copper t ompany
wns organized In April, 1 SOW. with a capi-

tal of ?75,0i'O,0OO, the st.Ue was set for
a great copper war. Helrzo was soon
lnvolvoil In litigation Daly, the
late Henry II lingers nnd other men
representing .Stnn'ard Oil Interests as
oillcals of Amalgamated.

Helnze's brother delved Into the titles
of every company controlled by Amalga-
mated nnd whenever he saw n chance

,bo etarted a suit The result was that the
copper Industry In Montana was ties! up
tn a knot, thousands of poor men were
thrown out of work nnd Ileinzn kepi on

money. When the war was settled
900 the young man from llrooki.in nau
rgn fortune.

During the struggto Heinzo had shown
his versatility. Ho pubtished newspapers,
be started banks, ho played politics, no
did nnythlng that would promote his min
ing Interostn. In 1 902 he organizes! me
United Copper Company nnd three years
later camo to Now York, a handsome, pol-
ished, daring man. willing to wager his
last dollar, supremely confident mat no
would prevail over every olwtacle. Ho
established hin brothers, Arthur and Otto.
in tho Stock Kxchnngo firm of Otto C.
Helnze & Co. Ho bought control of the
Mcrcantlln National Hank from Hdwln
Gould and became Its president.

Working through this bank nnd the
Stock Hxchnnge firm he and hla friends
established n chain or banks. Things
wero breaking big In tho financial world
and Helnzo'a name was huard wherever
bankers nnd brokers got tolher. Then
camo tho panicky days of 190", and when
every other banker waa nusnanauiK ins
resources Heinzo started to corner United
Copper.

That was tho beginning nf the end.
Oreat quantities of stock were dumped
Into tho market nnd wero bought by llrms
commissioned by Otto C He.nr.e Co.

nehts came oiling tin nnd on Octoler IS.
1907. the Stock Kxchange suspended
Helnze's brokcrnge house. The State Sav-
ings Hank of Hutte, Mon.. a Helnze In-

stitution, suspended payments. The Clear-
ing House committee compelled Helnze
to resign from tne .Mercantile national
Hank presidency and began an Investiga-
tion of Its affairs.

The result was that Helnze anu ms
friends. Chnrles W Morse. O. F, Thomnis
and VS. n. Thomas, got out of the banks
which had been organized nt Hclnze'is sug-

gestion, llelnzo struggled to maintain
himself, but ho was In too deeply and had
to quit. He lost money ns easily nn ne
had made It. Then ho was Indicted nnd
arrested for overcertlfylng checks In
settling his brother Otto's affairs. The
trial went along and wnue neinz was
freed ho was also comparatively money-Ice- ".

He went bark to Hutte.
Dining the last few years no nan oeen

In tho publlo eye chlctlv hb a litigant In
nctlonB growlmf out of his Wall Street
career. His most recent appearance was
as defendant In a suit brought by Kdwin
Could to recover on promissory notes with
which Heinzo bought his way Into the
Mercantile National Honk, inn judgment
for more than a million dollais went
niralnst Heinzo.

EX-SENAT-
OR JOHN KEAN

DIES IN JERSEY HOME

Makes Onllnnt Fiprht for Lifo
Diirinp; Mnny Months of

Illness.

Rt.izAncTil, N. J., Nov. 4. Former
United Stntos Senator John Kean died at
Ms homo In Urslna, Union county, y.

Ho had been HI Severn! months of Ilrlght's
disease and was In a critical condition
month ngr. loiter ho rallied, hut suf-
fered a relapse a week ago.

Former United fltates Senator John
Kean had great wealth, distinguished
ancestry and Important financial con-

nections.
Ho waa born on December 4, lsJ2, in

Liberty Hall, at Urslno, Union county.
New Jersey, Just outsldo of nilzabuth, a
home which hod been built before the
Revolution by Gov. Livingston, and whloh
had been used ns a headquarters br
Washington. Liberty Hall continues to
attract sightseers.

John Keiui wns tho third of nlns
children, ono of tho founders and the first
provident of the Central Itailroad of
Now Jenny. Ho waa sent to lioardlnir
school and later to Yale, but he left
there In tho middle of hla arts course
and studied law nt tho Columbia law
school. He was graduated with a law
dcgieo In 1S7& nnd was admitted to the.
bar, but ho never practised law He
went straight Into business with his
father, whoso Ihterists by that tune bad
spread oler a number jf different cor
porations. Young Kean was trained to
succeed his fatliir, upon whose retirement
the sou took tho direction of nil the
corporations.

Senator Kean, Inheriting great .wealth,
increased It greatly. Later In Ufo'ho won
tho president and majority stockholder of
tho Kllzabeth Water Company, tho Eliza-
beth Gas Company, the Hllzabeth Trolley
Company, of tho Manhat-
tan Trust Company of New York, Inter-
ested In the banking ilrm of Kean, Van
Cortlandt & Co, 30 Pino street, of which
his brother. Iliinilton Flrh Kean, wns
tho active ho.id , a director of the Hast
Jcisiy Water Company, the Public Service
Corporation of New Jersey, ptesidint and
largest stockholder of the National State
Hank of Kllzabeth, trustee of tho Atlas
Insuranco Company of Iondon, treasurer
and director of the Pacific Coast Company.
director of tho Securities company, ana
was Interested In a largo number of other
coiporatlons

Mr. Kean went Into politics early In
life. In 1KS2, when be was 30 years
old, his activity In the Hepublican county
committee of Union county waa rewarded
by a nomination for Congressman, and he
won. He wns defeated for reelection In
11)84, but won again In 1S86,

lb' waj recognized as a strong factor
In State politics, and In 1S91 he wae
elected State chairman ot tho Hepublican
committee. A year later ho was nomi-

nated for Governor, but was defeated by
thn Democratic candidate, Georgo T

Werts. John W. Griggs, later Attorney
General, won tho nomination for Governor
from Mr. Kean in 1S9K.

Mr. Kean was elected to thn I nlted
States Senate by the New Jersey Iglc-latur- e

In 1899, and wns reelected for the
.trin 1905-1-
